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The greeting above is sent to all friends
participating in the Olympic movement of the
World, leaders as well as athletes. Let us
hope that during coming years the Olympic
Games will be held every four years undi-
sturbed ofwarfare and that good-feeling, friend-
ship and brother-hood of men may reign the
world.
