Athletics considered one of the main events
in all collective sports gatherings will be very
carefully organised ang are expected to be of
very high standard in the First Mediterra-
nean Games.

Last year, at the European Championships
held in Brussels, France had the honour of
taking first place in the unofficial points score
compiled for the men’s events.

Italy was classified fourth after a com-
mendable display and first places in the 50
km, walk, 400 metres hurdles and discus
throw. In both relays, French and Italian
teams were very prominent.

Although the above nations were just
confirming their reputation, the surprise
came from the results obtained by Yougo-
slavia’s athletes who reached several finals
and were unlucky when they lost first place
in the 3000 metres steeple-chase event.

Turkey took third place in the Hop, Step
and Jump and had two long distance runners
who are Piable to surprise in the near future.
Greece did not have her best runner in Brus-
sels but her athletes did generally well,
veteran discus-thrower Syllas reaching the
finals.

With all the above nations competing, plus
Spain, Egypt, Malta, Lebanon and Syria,
the five day track and field programme of the
Mediterranean Games should be extremely
interesting and productive of high standard
performances.

The program includes all the Olympic
events for men with the exception of the
50 kilometres Walking race. Like the Euro-
pean Championships, it will last five days.
