Fifty-six members of the IOC took part in the 77th IOC Session, held in Inns-
bruck’s Congress House on 1st, 2nd and 3rd February 1976. Discussions were
principally concerned with the study of problems encountered in the prepa-
ration of the Games celebrating the XXlst Olympiad. The IOC also received
reports from the Organising Committees for Moscow and Lake Placid, respec-
tively preparing the Games celebrating the XXllnd Olympiad and the Xlllth
Winter Games in 1980. It settled the final details for the Xllth Winter Games
just a few hours before the opening, and accepted certain modifications to
the Olympic Rules which we reproduce on page 144.
