the renewal of the mandates of the
leaders of the association and the
election of Félix Lévitan as first vice-
president. In the meantime, the AIPS
was recognized by the IOC, at its 56th
Session in Munich, as the only move-
ment truly representing the aspira-
tions and professional interests of
journalists specializing in sport. The
work of its numerous commissions is
behind this recognition which results
in permanent contacts with all the

sports organizations: I0OC, IFs, NOCs
and the organizing committees of sports
events, in particular the Olympic
Games. In 1964, again in Munich,
the election of Félix Lévitan as presi-
dent, and an international board with
Herbauts as secretary general, brought
a new direction to the programme of
activities and gave fresh impetus to the
AIPS, as could be seen at the Florence
congress a few years later. Indeed, it
was in 1972 that the idea of a card was
introduced, modelled on those distrib-
uted by the Italian NOC to their coun-
try’s own sports journalists. This card,
which we presented on behalf of the
Italian sports journalists union, offered
several practical advantages which the
AIPS sought to obtain for all the mem-
bers of the association. As a result,
from then on the AIPS number ap-
peared on requests for accreditation.

The Briton Frank Taylor succeeded
Lévitan in 1973, and an Indian, Boby
Naidoo; took over as secretary gen-
eral. They were replaced in 1977 by
two Italians, Enrico Crespi and myself.
In 1981, Frank Taylor was back again.
In 1989, after twelve years of service,
the secretary general became vice-
president, leaving his post to Turkey’s
Istvan Gyulai; he was succeeded in
turn by the Finn Matti Salmenkyla,
who still holds the position, with Tur-

key’s Togay Bayatli as president. In its
70 years of existence, the AIPS, which
has altered its statutes several times on
the basis of new experience, and
which enjoys the support of sponsors
as useful as they are discreet, has thus
had just seven presidents and six sec-
retaries general. No congress has ever
been held in Oceania, but the choice

of Sydney as Olympic city for the year
2000 should allow this situation to be
remedied.
