Dear Sir,

I have to thank you for your letter of the 29th Octo-
ber addressed to Dr. Lelewer. I have been appointed
the new President of the Maccabi World Union and
as such have noted with interest the contents of your
letter.

I am perfectly in agreement with you that the
Olympic Games should not be confused with any
political issues, but would remark that I, in common
with all other Jews and many non-Jews, look upon

the state of affairs in Germany today from the point
of view of general humanity and social decency.

The Maccabi Movement has never attempted to
question the decision of the C.I.O., as to the venue
of the Olympic Games, but we certainly do wish to
urge all Jewish sportsmen, for their own self-respect,
to refrain from competing in a country where they are
discriminated against as a race and our Jewish brethen
treated with unexampled brutality.

As a sports Organisation, we hope we understand
the meaning of the words «sport» and «sportman-
ship» I It is for this reason that we cannot as Jews
accept lightly the situation created by the Olympic
Games being held in Germany.

Finally, may 1 thank you for your sympathetic letter
and express the hope that our attitude in this matter
will not be misconstrued?

Dear Sir,

I thank you for your letter of the 12th. of novem-
ber and am very hap that the Maccabi World
Union, and the [,O,C., understanding both the meaning
of the words «sport» and «sportmanship» and in per-
fect agreement that the Olympic Games should not be
confused with any p011t1calPlssues, share the same
opinion on a question, which has been misunderstood
by so many others, who have interferred in this matter.

The Maccabi World Union does not, as you say,
question the decision of the 1.O.C, as to the venue of
the Olympic Games.

The 1.O.C, holds the view that no athlete can be
prevented from taking part in the games but admits
that nobody can be forced to go to Germany if he
does not wish to do so.

As a proof 1 will quote what 1 wrote, a few days
ago, to Mr. Avery Brundage, President of the Ameri-
can Olympic Association : «lt goes without sayin
that the [.O,C, respecting the individual liberty of
each one does in no way wish to coerce those — chris-
tian or jews — who, for personal reasons, which ob-
viously concern them alone, may possibly object to
go to Germany».

You may be assured that your attitude in this matter
is not misconstrued.
