We very much regret to announce that
Senor Carlos Rincon Gallardo, who was mem-
ber of the Mexican Olympic Committee during
the years 1923-1924, passed away in Mexico
last June 7th.

He was a righteous man of great respecta-
bility, an exceptional sportman, the most
outstanding figure of the Equatrian Sport in
Mexico and a symbol of the Mexican Riding
School. Senor Carlos Rincon Gallardo’s
decease has been generally mourned in Me-
xico. A grand cavalcade of « charros » wearing
the mexican typical charro costume, accom-
panied his corpse to his grave, as a demons-
tration of respect and affection.
