The aim has been to provide a representative sample of the major
sports persons, past and present. It is not intended to cover
everyone (if we did they would get about ten words each).

The lists, which have been developed by a number of experts in
each field, are not sacrosanct. You are invited to suggest
amendments – but remember that for everyone that goes in
another will probably have to be withdrawn. 551 out of a possible
560 have been allocated.

You are invited to comment also on the relativities sport by sport
– whether one sport has too many entries and another too few.

There has been some element of positive discrimination in favour
of women and minor sports in this list – since they have been
under represented previously – however, women still only
constitute 96/551 though not all the other 456 are men – some
horses and dogs are included.

It has been decided that SO per cent of the entries should be sports
persons (players) but that we should also include officials, writers
and media persons, entrepreneurs, coaches etc. (up to 20 per
cent).

Biographies are brief with a Major star (with asterisk) securing a
180-250 word allocation and the others, Stars, 75-100 words.
