THESE pictures illustrate that splendidly
played match between Mr. Jerome D.
Travers, the amateur champion, and

Mr. Francis Ouimet, the open champion, in the
1913 Amateur Championship. Although the final
result, 3 up and 2 to play, might seem to indicate
that Mr. Travers won fairly comfortably, yet
it was not until after the eighth hole had been
played in the afternoon round, and in fact
until Mr. Travers played that memorable second
shot which placed his ball inside his opponent's
on the eighth green, that there was a per-
ceptible turning of the tide in his favor.

Ouimet forced Mr. Travers to go his very hardest
to win and thus stepped at a bound into the fore-
front of American amateurs.
