
News of Women Golfers

IT no longer behooves anyone to labor
under the impression that the winter
months are dull as far as women's golf

is concerned—as a matter of fact, they are
becoming positively strenuous. Those who
used to bewail the fact that they couldn't go
South in the winter are taking up indoor
school practise with great zest. Here in
New York there are several very popular
schools, and at any time of the day one is
sure to see particular friends there, and the
chances are that some serious putting and
approaching matches will be in progress.
Because of this interest the Women's Metro-
politan Association and also the Westchester
and Fairfield County Association are plan-
ning to hold one-day tournaments at Mother-
sele's school, in the Liggett Building on 42nd
Street, during January or February. Judg-
ing from the enthusiasm with which the idea
was received at the annual meetings these
tournaments should have a record number
of entries. Miss Sally Macmillan is in
charge at the new Miniature Golf Course
on Fifth Avenue at 41st Street, which
Glenna Collett has pronounced one of the
best 18-hole courses she has ever seen. She
and "Lassie" McMahon have had several ex-
citing mixed foursomes there lately.

The Southern tournaments are attracting
the star players as usual and the exodus
south has already begun. The first event at
Pinehurst — the Carolna tournament — was
won by Mrs. Emmett French of Youngs-
town, Ohio, who defeated Mrs. W. L.
Pierce of Charlotte 2 up. Mrs. J. D. Chap-
man of Greenwich, who has won so many
of the Pinehurst tournaments, was put out by Mrs. Pierce in the previ-
ous round, which was a great surprise as Mrs. Chapman had won the
medal by a wide margin over the rest of the field. Mrs. W. P. Con-

way of Baltusrol, New Jersey,
won the consolation flight over
Mrs. Horace Rackham of De-
troit. Other First flight players
were Mrs. N. E. Livermore of
Brookville, Long Island; Miss
Carolyn Jamison of Greenburg,
Pa., and Mrs. Herman Ellis.

Glenna Collett will be in
Pinehurst for the entire season.
She left just two weeks before
Christmas. Ruth Perry of Phi-
ladelphia is already in St.
Petersburg. Fritzi Stifel of
Wheeling, W. Va., will leave
for Belleair on January 19th,
to be there most of the win-
ter. She will, of course, play-
in all of the tournaments at Bel-
leair and also around Clear-
water, and will enter the East
Coast championship at St.
Augustine, and probably the
Florida championship at Palm
Beach. Bernice Wall will also
be at Belleair after the middle
of January. She will defend
her Belleair title and enter all
the other important events. Vir-
ginia Van Wie is now in De-
land, Florida.

Maureen Orcutt is going to
motor to Florida this year—
leaving about the first of Feb-
ruary. She will make a strong
bid for the three major titles
at Palm Beach, Ormond and St.

If she continues the
fine golf which won her the three major
tournaments in Michigan last summer she
will make it rather hard for her opponents
in Florida this winter.

The popularity of the championship at
Nassau is increasing and it can now be
classed in importance with the major Florida
events. The players already entered to play
on January 18th are: Mrs. F. C. Letts of
Chicago, Natalie Reynal and Marie Jenney
of New York, Ruth Perry of Philadelphia,
Ada MacKenzie and Katherine Christie of
Toronto, Dorothy Higbie Tracey, Rosamund
Sherwood, Mrs. Beatrice Renwick, Helen
Payson and probably Bernice Wall and
Alice Lee Beadleston. A number of players
are being persuaded to include the Bermuda
championship in their schedule. Martha
Parker, the New Jersey champion, hopes to
be among the participants.

Helen Payson, the Canadian champion,
writes that she intends to take in all of the
major tournaments. She and Virginia Van
Wie and Maureen Orcutt will make a bril-
liant trio and will attract great interest and
many followers. Unfortunately, Miss Edith
Quier will not participate this season as she
is leaving on January first with her family
for a five month's w o r l d cruise.

Miss Alice Lee Beadleston is going to
spend the month of March in Augusta, and
she hopes to be at Nassau and Palm Beach
before that. Her friends will be interested

to know that she is now associated with The Sportsman magazine.
The North and South championship should have one of the biggest

entries in its history, judging from information received either verbally
or by letter, as nearly all of the
title-holders have expressed the
hope of at least getting to Pine-
hurst for the North and South,
even if unable to participate in
the other important southern
events.

December and January are
the months when the new exec-
utives and committee members
are mapping out plans for the
spring and summer.
