TOP C.I.F. TRACK & FTWID ACCLAIM FOR 68 SEASON

T win athlete of the year selections were made in both los Angeles City and Southemm Cal~

ifornia C.I.F, divisions for the 1968 prep track and field season. Willie Deckard, fab-
ulous sprinter off coach Elmer Davis' city champicn Dorasy thinclads, won both eity 100
(946) and 220 (21,2) and was named co-los Angeles City Track & Fleld Athlete of the Year
with Fremont High's Jjohn Smith, who won the 440 crown (48.9) and the long jump (2h-44).

In the C,I.F,, it was Edesel Garrison of Centennial, winner of both the 100 (9,7) and
LhO (47,5) titles in the Southern Jection Championships and Reynalde Brown of Compton, who
woni the Southern Section high jump title (6~9 5/8) and sst a new State Mest standard (7-0),
Willie Deckard and Edesel Garrison were also State Meet winners, Deckard winning the 220
(21.7) and Garrison the 440 (46,7), the latter mark tieing the meet record.

It is interssting to note that Reynaldo Brown heid the national interscholastic high
Jump record for just one week, His mark of 7-0 3/i was bettered by Otis Hailey of Wasco
High School, in central California, who went 7-1 1/L to nose out Rey for the national
record, Willie Deckard was coached by Elmer Davis, who won a Helms Silver Tumbler award
for his L,A, City Track and Field Champicnship, Fremont's John Smith was "Mr, Everything"
for coach Frank Nobbe. Bill Gill, coaching both CIF Southern Section and State Meet Chanmp-

lon Centennial, tutored Edesel Garrison, while Reynaldo Brown received his thinclad leasons
from coach Willle williams,
