I read the contribution of Esmail Kadkhodazadeh “A
Socio-Political Glimpse at the First Two ‘Persian’
International Olympic Committee Members”, published

in the last ISOH number with great interest.
I appreciate that such excellent research results are being

published on IOC members so far unknown to us. This
venture of Kadkhodazadeh should find many imitators.

When Patrice Cholley and myself tried to compile a com-
plete list of all the IOC members, including surname, given
names, dates of birth and death and offices as IOC members
for the second volume of “The International Olympic
Committee: One Hundred Years” (Lausanne 1995, pp 215-
28) we met with considerable problems.

A few Olympic historians, such as Bill Mallon and Ian
Jobling, were of splendid help. However, the NOCs, who
we had contacted by letter for support, have shown no
interest at all. Is the French NOC really not capable of ascer-
taining the birth-date of Ernest Callot, a founding member
and IOC treasurer? Why does the Greek NOC not know the
dates of the birth and death of Count Alexander Mercati?

We hope that ISOH members will be capable of supply-
ing us with the following data which are still missing or
which are not certain:
