Membership includes subscription to the JOURNAL OF SPORT HIS-
TORY, an illustrated tri-annual publication, as well as the annual bound PROCEEDINGS,
and periodic newsletters. Individual membership in NASSH is $15.00 a year ($7.50 for
students). Institutional membership is $20.00 a year. As a result of increasing the number of
issues of the JOURNAL OF SPORT HISTORY from two to three per year, there may be a
cost increase in the near future to pay for the additional publishing costs.
