Board of Publications Report

The new editor of theddournal of Sport HistoryJack Berryman, has taken over in fine
style. Two issues were published during the year with a third due to come out by the time of
this convention. The place of reprinting theurnal was moved from Radford, Virginia, to
the Printing Department of the University of Washington. Things are going smoothly
although the editor reports a need for more manuscripts. The Board discussed a suggestion
that all the papers given at each convention should be published in full, as a separate volume
instead of the preseRroceedingsvhich consist only of abstracts. The editor and the Board
felt that such a change might make it more difficult to get articles fatadhmaland that this
should have first priority. The board also investigated the possibility of havingotraal
published by the Human Kinetics Publishers in Champaign, lllinois but decided to make no
change at this time because of the convenience and efficiency of having the editor and the
printer in the same location.

The Board voted to go ahead with the publication of a second edition Birtatory
of ScholarsApplications for the editorship were requested at the 1978 convention. As a
result, Angela Lumpkin and John Findling were appointed co-editors. They have been hard
at work obtaining data, have had an excellent response, and the completed directory will be
available to members around July 1, 1979. The Board appreciates very much their willing-
ness to take on and to follow through this important project.

Two advertising representatives were appointed to try to obtain more advertising for
the Journal. Brian Mutimer is serving as the representative for Canada and Marc Onigman
for the United States.

The procedures for reviewing manuscripts for the Journal were evaluated and revised.
The procedure now in use is similar to that followed byRksearch QuarterlyThe editor
no longer has to summarize or edit the individual reviews.

The Board disapproved a request from the Kalos Kagathos Foundation of Laguna
Beach, California to use thkurnal of Sport Historyto publish prize-winning sport
sculpture pictures. The Board felt that the use of the Journal for this purpose was not
strongly relevant to history even though the sculpture might be of a classical nature.

The Board approved the idea of having a separate editor fdPrdceedingor the
Newsletteror possibly both. Applications for the positions will be sought at this conven-
tion.

This report completes my two-year term as Chairman of the Board of Publications. |
would like to thank the officers and members of NASSH for having this opportunity to serve
a great organization. | also am most appreciative for the dedication and excellent coopera-
tion shown by the members of the Board.
