DOGS AND THEIR OWNERS.
An Explanation in Order—Some "Down 

East" Incidents and Notes—Noteworthy 
Dogs—A Letter From Mr. Cugle and a 
Reply.
Mr. Hermann Schellhass, whose position in

At the A. K. C. meeting held during 
the show I asked Mr. Schellhass particularly as 
to the entries of dogs nude at Waverly for the 
sweepstakes, and he positively assured me that 
they had all been received in time and that not 
a single late entry had been accented.

This made things look a little bad for the 

Collie Club, or some one connected with it, so I 
Wrote to Mr. McEwen, of Byron, Ont., and 
asked him how he got notice in time to make 
bis entries. His reply was as follows:

"My notice was wnitea In your town of Philadel­ 
phia on Sept. 5, and it would be probably three daya 
after that I would receive it, and immediately my en­ 
try wag sent to the secretary and accented. What ob­ 
ject could the secretary have in refusing entries which 
Blight have been at his office tw > duys before mine? 
There is, to me, something wrong. Can you ex­ 
plain it!"

Of course I explained it by saying it depends 
Tory much on who the applicant is with some 
people, and Secretary No. LIII. thought he was 
doing something wonderfully clever in refusing 
the entries he did, whereas, to tell the truth, he 
fell right into a trap I made for him. It is now 
worth while to get an explanation from Schell- 
hass,.

At Lee, 
Mass., there was a little show given in connec­ 
tion with the poultry society's exhibition. Un­ 
fortunately, an epidemic of scarlet fever made 
the people afraid to congregate anywhere, and 
the gate suffered in consequence. Mr. I. K. 
Felch was judge, and hif collie awards were 
awaited with no little curiosity, for he is the 
out-and-out champion of the black and tans. 
However, he had to place Clipper (sable) and 
Raspberry Girl (sable) first in the dog and bitch 
dasses. That was all right enough, but he did 
have a chance to let a black and tan win in the 
puppy class over a sable, but missed it. The 
sable was not so good in head, and both were 
even up in other respects. They were by Glen- 
livat, and were wonderfully developed for six- 
months puppies.

At Boston I took the opportunity of visiting 

Mr. E. H. Moore's well filled kennel. There I 
law the finest mastiff I think Ihaveever seen in 
my life. That was Minting. He has improved 
all over since last spring, and there is not a dog 
living to-day that can touch him, nor has there 
ever been one to beat him that I hive seen. It 
was, indeed, a lucky purchase when Mr. Moore 
got this dog a year ago. Ilford Caution was 
looking very well and certainly shows better 
running loose than in the show ring. There 
are also some new faces at Melrose that will be 
heird from in the open mastiff classes this 
spring. Among the St. Bernards there was 
nothing I liked better than a young dog puppy 
which I trust Mr. Moore will not run any risk 
With by exhibiting it before it is a_gopd deal^ 
older. "K litter of puppies by Minting contained 
lome good ones, particularly a bitch which took 
ffiy fancy very much. In this Utter was a 
trown Prince marked puppy.

That puppy reminds me that I heard of the 

death of Mr. Amidon's wonderful dog, which I 
wrote about two years ago. The cause was be­ 
lieved to be something of a cancerous nature. 
To the obituary list of this breed must also be 
added Hero II., Lorna Doone, whose symptoms 
Indicated poisoning, and Dolly Varden, from in­ 
testinal troubles.

Another trip I made from Boston was to Lan- 

oaster to see Mr'. Thayer and the Chequasset 
Kennels. It was a very cold day and my com­ 
panion was not sufficiently clad to face the chill 
breeze with impunity, so we missed Mr. Thayer's, 
much to my regret, as I was very anxious 
to see the new kennels at Hillside. The fair 
proprietress of the Chequasset Kennels gave 
BS a very pleasant welcome and 
ihowed ns some promising young stock a 
good headed dog by the deceased Hermit and 
another tall, well-marked fellow that will, I 
think, niaUire into iomething good. I consider 
him the best dog of his age, bred in the United 
States, that I have seen. Mont Rosa was the 
name given him before his namesake across the 
Water was heard of. A well-marked brindle 
imooth-coated bitch was also something to make 
a note of.

At Dr. Walton'fl I saw the lately Imported 

Scotch Bonivard, and ho is very like his typical 
daddy, but orange instead of brindled. Dr. 
Walton showed me some of the English fish 
dog biscuits and he says they are giving great 
satisfaction as a change of diet. They look very 
nice and the manufacturers have quite over­ 
come the fishy perfume which I remember was 
raised as an objection by some of the English 
papers when they were first brought out.

The following letter will be of interest to my 

readers:
Dear Sir; If yon are going to treat me in "a gen­ 

tlemanly maoner' bekinl enough to stick to facts 
and not "faka' statements. You tell a deliberate false­ 
hood when yorr say "I know Mr. Cugle was inipired 
to offer the resolution, which was perfectly new to 
him until the special meeting of the A. K. C. had ad- 
jonined."

I do uot expect you to publish this, as 
you only giving your side in THE SPORTIXO Lire, but 
urito it so that yo« at least may know that if you call 
that treating me "in a gentlemanly manner" I differ 
with you (»ic), and trust, that in future, you wili givo 
truths and not "fake" up statements to suit the occa­ 
sion.

It is evident Mr. Cugle was out of temper 

when he wrote the above, otherwise he would 
have taken the preliminary step of asking me 
for my authority for such a statement. It is 
further evident that he is not conversant with 
the principle governing in THK SPORTING LIFE 
office, which is to give all parties a fair hearing 
If they desire to set forth their views. I write 
my side, but no one can expect me to do the 
double duty of bolstering up a position I firmly 
believe to be radically wrong. If Mr. Cugle 
supposes the idea originated with him last June, 
I must undeceive him, for he has no patent on 
the idea which was a part of the scheme at­ 
tached to the starting of the "bonanza." Better 
counsel prevailed then than at th« late meeting,

Mr. Winslow, 
who assisted at the confinement, did so purely as 
a matter of charity, and at the consultation of 
physicians which ensued, gave voice to the senti­ 
ment that it had no chance to live, and was such 
a deformity that it should be made away with.

Why did not Mr. Cugle confide in his friends 

Of the Hartford Club and toll them of his in­ 
teresting condition. If he had done so I firmly 
believe that soino of his brother members would 
ham seen the advisability of Mr. Cugle'i re­

maining at home. Or why did not the pangs of 
labor evince themselves an hour or so before 
when the rule waa up for discussion and amend­ 
ments before the full meeting of the A. K. C.

The rule is dead. Even the president of the 
A. K. C. says that its life depends upon the tup- 
port given at the New York and Philadelphia 
shows.

Among other men who hare rushed into the 

breach ia J. D. S. (short for J. D. Shot well). It 
is within the memory of man that J. D. S. 
acted as attorney for the Glenlivat protesters,

ATHLETIC.
THE NEW ATHLETIC UNION.

The Proposed Constitution—Definition of 
an Amateur—Recognized Sports, Etc.

The constitution of the new American Athletic 
Union of the United States has been published. 
This would indicate that the negotiations for an 
amalgamation with the National Amateur Ath- 
letio Association have fallen through. If so, it 
is to be regretted. The new association is 
broader in its scope than the old, and includes 
almost all classes of outdoor sports. The defini­ 
tion of an amateur, as adopted in its constitu­ 
tion, is as follows:

An amateur is one who has not entered In an open 
competition, or for either a stake, public or admission 
money, or entrance fee, or under a fictitious name; or 
has not competed with or against a professional for 
any prize, or where admission is charged; or who hug 
not instructed, pursued or assisted in the pursuit of 
athletic exercises as a means of livelihood, or for gain 
or any emolument; or whose membership of any ath­ 
letic club of any kind waa not brought about or does 
not continue because of any mutual understanding, 
express or implied, whereby his becoming or con­ 
tinuing a member of such club would be of any pe­ 
cuniary benefit to him whatever, direct or indirect, and 
who shall in other and all respects conform to the 
rules and regulations of this organization.

The organization declares its jurisdiction over 
the following exercises: Walking, running, 
jumping, pole vaulting, swimming, cross coun­ 
try running, putting the shot, throwing the 
hammer, throwing weights, tugs of war, boating, 
boxing, bicycling, bowling, foot ball, lawn ten­ 
nis, racquets, skating, fencing, wrestling, gym­ 
nastics, quoits and lacrosse twenty-three exer­ 
cises in all. It will be noticed that it wisely 
leaves base ball alone. Base ball is a business 
legitimately conducted, and must so be re­ 
garded. The Athletic Association, which at­ 
tempts to declare a jurisdiction over base ball, 
will overstep itself and sow the seed of its final 
disruption. The clause in the by-laws which 
meets with the most favor is that in regard to 
the championship meetings, it providing that 
the meeting be held in different cities, and that 
it be held in the same city not oftener than once 
in three years. Accompanying tbe constitution 
and by-laws is a call for a meeting to be held in 
New York, Jan. 21.

The New York and Manhattan 
athletic clubs will both give them receptions, and will 
also give them some hard work to do to capture 
prizes.

Ed Case, of Hamilton, the runner, has been notified 
that the Massachusetts Cuiirts have awarded Jamt-s 
Grant his share of the stakes in their three-mile match 
run last October. After the match wag made Grant, 
finding that Case was in fine shape and running very 
fast, wanted him to lose it. Casa ran the race on its 
merits, beatiag Grant easily and making the best 
record in America. Grant ordered the stakeholder not 
to pay over the money, 8250 a aide, and entered suit to 
recover what he had fairly lost, with the result above 
stated.

The Montreal Amateur Athletic Association has de­ 
cided to purchrtse a new ground for lacrosse aud other 
athletic purposes. The site decided upon, together 
with improvements contemplated, will cost 8150,000. 
Of this aum 8125,000 have already been raided. The 
property on which the ground is situated is known as 
the Hallo we 11 Estate.

The Pailime Athletic Club has elected tho follow­ 
ing officers for 1888: President, James E. Sullivan;

He will leave on the Umbria on Jan. 8, and 
is expected to arrive here on Jau. 15. After tbe Gar­ 
den event on the 28th a series of races between Con- 
noffand Carter will probably be gotten np. Conneff 
was 19 years of age the 21st of December, weighs 130 
pounds, and stands 5ft. 5^in, Ho made his athletic 
debut in 1885. On the 23d of last July he won the 
Irish championship over the Billsbridge course, and in 
the two miles at the North of England championships 
on Au£. 1 beat Carter, Mills and Farrell. ConnefTs 
record-breaking four-mile time wheu he defeated 
Carter was ISm. 44 2-5s. He was to have sailed for 
New York yesterday.

J. I. Case, owner of Jay Eye See and Phaliss, has 

received an offer from persons at Louisville of 840,000 
for Phallaa.

C. J. Humlin has refused an offer of $30,000 for the 
trotting mare Belle Hamlin, as he i* confident she will 
next summer beat her record of 2:13%.

Major Hubbard, Commodore Kitten's manager at 
Erdenbeim, is in St. Aujiuatino, Fia. He sent word to 
a friend that his health was much improved.

Mr. Brook Curry, of Lexington, Ky., has sold to Mr. 
J. D. Perrin, of Cincinnati, the bav mare Rena C., 5 
years old, by Alcyone, dam by Shelby Chief, for 32,000.

Gen. Withers has sold to Mat Hutchinson, of Yee- 
dergburg, Iini., the three-year-old bay colt Tecomn, 
bv Alerto, dam Sally Jenkius, by Geu. Knox, for 
81,750.

The Buffalo Thriving Park is so anxious to secure 
Secretary Fasig that Cleveland is likely to lose him. 
And if it doe 1, good-bye to Cleveland's supremacy iu 
trotting affairs.

Distemper has broken out la the stable of J. I. Case, 
at Raciue, Wi.i., and several of his horses are nick. On

In face, as a record, 
it would pot bet; in the 2:30 list, yearling as she is." 
, The Futurity Stakes for 1890 hai already 732 en­ 
tries, and enthusiastic sportsmen say that the entries 
will probably reach 1.000. J. B. Haggin hag entered 
72, Milton Yonng 78, W. L. Scott 60, Daniel Swigert 
50, Major Thomas and N. W. Ktttson 34 each, August 
Beimont 28, John S. Clarke 15 and Leonard Jerome, 
in behalf of A. J. Alexander, 10; Clay & Woodford 33, 
Belle Meade Stock Farm 27, and Mrs. G. L. Loril- 
lard 6.

There have been at least twenty-five additions to 
the 2:20 trotting list during the past season, seventeen 
of which are descendants in the paternal line of 
Ryodyk's.Httmbletonian, seven, or 23 i»r cent, of the 
whole, being by sons of George Wilkea, three trace to 
Jilambrino Chief, two of which are through Woodford 
Mambrino, one to Henry Clay, through Sultan, three 
to pacing ancestors, and the other to Biggart's 
Rattler.

There are several bidders for the leaw of Beimont 
driving course, among them Jnck Phillipa, owner of 
Suffolk course. Tho action of the city authorities in 
stopping pool selling haa about discouraged Phillips 
from ever giving another trotting meeting at Suffolk, 
especially since he has had a good offer for the pro­ 
perty from a land company, which proposes cutting it 
up into building lots. The term of the present lease 
of Beimont course will expire on April 1.

New Year's Day is the official birthday of every 
runner in the country. Tbe two-year-olds of last 
week are now three-year-olds, and the yenrlingi all 
became two-year-olds at tho hour when tho church 
chimes announced the going out of 18S7 and the in­ 
coming of 1888. Tho hardest of all is that of the six- 
year-olds of last week, who are now dumped into that 
great class which go down in "Good win's Guide'* ana 
other turf records as "aged," and are mixed up indis­ 
criminately with horses whoso ages run from seven up 
to the twenties.

The American Jockey Clnb have by formal vote 
authorized its managers to prepare a programme for 
tho spring meeting which shall include stakes and 
purses of an average daily value of 86,500, which is a 
larger amount than has ever before been offered at a 
race meeting. Messrs. John Hunter, the newly elected 
president of the clnb, and Charley Wheatley, who will 
be the presiding judge, are now at work on the pro­ 
gramme, which will be ready for publication in about 
a week. Tbe entries to the various stakes will proba­ 
bly close Feb. 16.

A.-J. Alexander, of the Woodburn Stock Farm, of 
Kentucky, has secured the services for the coming 
season of the stallion King Wilkes, 2:22}^, and tho 
sire of Oliver K., 2:36^. Both trotters and runners 
are bred at Woodburn. King Alfonso, the tire of Fox- 
hall; Falsetto, the siro of Dew Drop; Lisbon, the sire of 
Troubadour; Pat Malloy, the sire of Ltni Murphy and 
Frtvor, are among the running sires. Harold, tho sire 
of Maud S., is there, and so in Lord Rn-.soll, her 
brother; Bel mo at, the sire of Nutwood, 2:18%, and 
Noontide, 2:20)£, will divide honors with King 
Wilkes.

"The 2:30 list, though cumbersome and growing more 
so every year, will always be a popular one nmong the 
average breeders. A 2:30 trotter is fast enough for an 
ordinary gentleman's roadster, and is likely to be for 
years to come. Many prefer faster ones, it is true, but 
a trotter capable of making a record of 2:30 in a race 
can generally brush a quarter in 36 seconds or better. 
The breeder of gentleme n's roadsters is more in terested 
to know what sire gets 2:30 spe^-d with the greatest 
uniformity than to consult tablea which will show 
what horses produce a limited number of record-break­ 
ers or trotters capable of making their mile in 2:20 or 
2:25. It wili be rather a severe tax on the compilers, 
but greatly to the interest of average trottiug-horse 
breeders, to have the 2:30 tables continued for a long 
time yet." American Cultivator.

The arbitrary time fixed to designate a first-class 
trotter or pacer is a mile in 2:30. In 1&70 there were 
but 151 horses in this country known to bo eligible to 
be classed in the list of those who had trotted or paced 
in 2:30 or better. The list as compiled to-day will in­ 
clude some 3,000 different horses. Of this number. Col. 
W. T. Chester, of the Turf, Field and Farm, has com­ 
piled a liat of 335 trotters and 117 pacers who have for 
tbe first time made 2:30 or better during; 1887. In 
that long list of trotters is one 2-year-old, Bell Bay, 
who made a record of 2:26; sixteen 3-year-oldd, Sable 
Wilkes, with 2:18 to his credit, being the best of the 
colts, and Ilonri, 2:19% the bestof tbe fillies; twenty- 
five 4-jear-olds crept into the list, Alfred S., with 
2:22^, being the beet of these, and fifteen 5-year-olds, 
the best of which was Rosalind Wilkes, with 2:18% to 
her credit. Among the pacers Arrow was tbe bist, 
making his mile iu 2:14. There were nine of the so- 
called "side-wheelers" who made a record better than 
2:20.

Tbe St. Louis Jockey Club Is much exercised over 
the clashing of dates with Latonia aud Kansas City. 
It will not give way In the matter, as the dates 
claimed by it from June 2 to 12 have been tho club's 
dates for many years, and the other clubs ghould have 
been governed by that knowledge In making their 
fixtures. To show how much in earnest tho club i*, 
the board of managers has decided to hang up 375,000 
in stakes and purses for their spring meeting. Thin is 
830,000 more tlian they originally designed to offer, 
but they say Latonia and Kansas City have declared 
war against St. Loim, and that tbe battle will be 
fought out on the money line. All purses will be 
raised from $400 to 8000. On the other hand, the La- 
tonia Jockey Ciub officers have denied the statement 
published by the St. Louis Jockey Club to the effect 
that the latter has given more money than the Latonia 
for racing purposes, and has made a compilation from 
the figures of the official Tur/ Guide, which shows that 
in the past three years which covers the life of tbe 
St. Louis Club the Latoaia Club haa given 933,000 
more than St. Louis,
