dened with a mongrel lot of puppies out of one 
of his best mastiff bitches. A few were kept on 
her to draw her milk, and when time came for 
their destruction Mr. French begged for two of 
them and he got them. They were the special 
charges of Mrs. French and had been since their 
arrival at their home. On the day in question 
a little girl had been playing with the dogs all 
the morning and again after Sunday School 
was romping with them, when in their 
rough play she was knocked down. She was 
alarmed and cried out, whereupon Mrs. French 
ran into the garden and ordered the dogs to 
their kennels. She was picking the child up 
when Mr. French rushed out of the house. It 
IB said that he kicked one of the dogs, supposing 
they had been doing some injury to his wife or 
the child. The dogs took no notice of him until 
he put his hands on Mrs. French, when one, if 
not both, at once sprang at him. One took him 
by the arm and the other, jumping at his face, 
chipped a piece off his nose. One of the dogs 
again sprang at Mr. French, but Mrs. French 
pushed her arm down its open mouth, and 
grasping him by the collar with the other hand, 
marched him to bis kennel.

The man who knows anything about dogs well 

knows that if Mr. French had not appeared on 
the scene there would have been no trouble at 
all, for the dogs did no harm at all until they 
supposed that he was laying violent hands upon 
the one person above all others they had been 
accustomed to obey, respect and protect. True 
Mrs. French was injured by one of the dogs, 
catching her at the back of the head, but by 
that time we may imagine things were pretty 
much mixed up, and it was in all probability an 
accidental bite.

the dead dogs were tho St. Bernard Sir Charles, 
the Beillington Rocks owned by W. W. Silvey, 
and a pug from Philadelphia. Tho report of 
tEe fire is as follows, which occurred on Thurs­ 
day morning;

Tho Fourteenth Regiment Armory, In which the 
annual show of the Obio Poultry, Pigeon, Kennel 
and Pet Stock Association was being held, waft 
burned thix morning. The forco of mtn about the 
armory endeavored to get valuable? and live stock 
out, but were unaUe to do anything of consequence. 
There were 1,000 rounds of ammunition iu the 
building. The cartridges exploded, tho bullets 
flying in all directions, making it dangerous for 
men to woik. Three hundred stands of rifles 
and uniforms of all tho men of tho regiment are 
destroyed, as well as equipment and parapher­ 
nalia, oxwpt tonts. Tho officers logo tbeir good*. 
The Stated IMS is estimated at $15,000. B. F. Lewis, 
who wrts in cliarge of the dogs from Philadelphia, loft 
for his home te-night, with Koyal Duke and a pitce of 
a collar picked up in the rum!, to show for his dogs 
and premiums wou amounting to 9300. He lost every­ 
thing he li; d, except what he had OQ his back. Lewis
 ays the watchtmvu was to blame, for he did not wake 
Dp until his clothes were burned at his side. Several 
moolings were held to investigate the responsibility of 
tho fire. The management is blamed for not furnish­ 
ing good watchmen.

It'eertainly looka as if tho charge against the 
iratchman was true, for if be had been attending 
to his business, an alarm could have been given 
and much of the live stock saved. Of course, 
there is no redress, and owners must shoulder 
thoir losses with as good a grace as they can.

FEDERATION MATTERS.
Recent Changes In Rules Dtscust'sd The 

Increase in Dues Objectionable The New 
Seamless Record Bands Some Record 
Matters The I/ast Journey of tde Year- 
New Organizations News Notes. 
To prevent surreptitious actions, the by-laws 

provide that changes in the by-laws and race 
rules, and additions thereto, can only be made 
at the annual meeting, Feb. 22; that such 
changes and additions must have been prepared 
at the meeting held in Philadelphia the previous 
autumn and must have been brought to the no­ 
tice of all accepted members at least thirty days 
previous to the holding of the annual.

The only change suggested at the last Phila­ 
delphia meeting was to raise the dues. This has 
been discussed in all circles since, and with 
general disapproval. Not because of an unwil­ 
lingness to pay more if it is needed, but because 
there is fro need. And to set out flesh pots is to 
attract the "Hungry Joes." The Federation 
has for its sole object the protection of the re­ 
cord, and, as the surest way of keeping it to that 
object, its expenses were designedly made merely 
nominal, in its laborers being paid in glory, and 
in their fees for the work done in connection 
with it. The objection upon moral grounds to 
a "surplus in the treasury" is very decided. The 
instruction to delegates, as far as reported to 
me, is "against change, and if funda^ire needed 
let an assessment be ordered."

The additions to the by-laws and race rules 
are, in prescribed form?, for naming delegates 
to the Congress, for the call of special meetings, 
and to ensure against fraud, omission or error in 
reporting by certified telegram; and, "any one 
known to detain a bird bearing identifying 
marks without sending notice to tho owner or to 
the race secretary shall be ineligible to member­ 
ship, or, if a member, shall be expelled."

Last year the seamless bands were ready for 
use Jan. 7, and when too late to recall them the 
question was raised if such early issue was per­ 
missible; if they should not be delayed until 
the 23d, when, according to the action of tho 
executive committee in 1886, upon Mr. Hasson's 
motion, they would be for birds from eggs laid 
within the year. But the record, as the race 
rules stand, is for birds hatched in 18S8, and 
therefore if the 23d is the beginning the birds 
hatched since New Year's should, in being 
eligible, have some di.-tinguishing mark. This 
I "met by providing an intermediate issue for 
1888 birds hatched from 1887 eggs, making in 
it such a break from previous numbering as to 
distinguish the betwcen-times birds, although 
using the 1887 band material.

The metal band will be discarded with the in­ 
termediates. We all thought we had in the 
seamless metal band a proof of the bird's identity. 
It could be slipped over the five-days' old 
peeper's foot, but not when older, and, indi­ 
vidualized by its lettering, the bird weiring it 
could bo sworn to. We all thought this, but 
only to have it proven to us that the band coukl 
be cut, and with the protection of fire proof 
paper, could be put upon the adult bird 
and joined beyond detection except by an ex­ 
pert. Thus the flyer could sell his seamless 
banded record bird and keep it, too. The ma­ 
terial forthe 1888 regular is proof against this.

In most lofts the sexes are separated in the 
autumn, and the partitions are not removed and 
the nest boxes replaced until about the 1st of 
February. This year the beginning is earlier, 
and the arrangements for the spring work are, 
in the majority of cases, nearly completed.

THE LAST JOURNEY OP THE TEAR.
The closing race for 1887 was from Forest, Ont., to 

Boston, Mas--., 510 miles air line, and lo beat the 
record for distance by a youngster hcid by Hunry 
Wagner's Wade, from London, Out., to Boston, 5'J5 
miles, the return tbe tecoLd morning after. The 
entry in the race from Forest was eighteen birds 
owned by C. 0. Barrett, Dorchester, Mas*. All were 
youngsters, certified in wearing the band of the yeur 
and verified by the personal examination of tho race 
secretary. The start, delayed for over a \veek by bad 
weather, was »! 6:34 A. M., Oct. 25. The first return 
wa" the b. c. h. U 237. found in tho loft the afternoon of 
the 27th, beating the record for ,'listance if nnt for 
time. A second bird, H 2511, was reported the morn­ 
ing of the 27th lo the race secretary from Spencer, 
Muss. The employees uf a shoe factory saw it picking 
at tbe glass of a window and let it in. rThe lett*-rin< 
on its flight leathers asked them to please give it a 
little corn and hempsce'l, water to drink and for a bath 
and to let it to, and to Bend wo d that they had done 
so to "Starr, 75 Courtiandt street, New York." 'Ihe 
little traveller wai made comfortable aud allowed 'o 
resume its journey, but to everyone's surprise it did 
not show up at Dorchester, only fifty miles away. A 
few days later it wee retried by wire as.caught by a 
Spencer cat. It was seat borne by exur^s and died

soon after. A third bird H 225, brother of this of 
Spencer was found in the home loft the nJoi'Ulig of 
Dec. 20.

This record may still be beaten for distance if not for 
time. Three Philadelphia birds, McGauhey'e Niagara, 
Llppincottt's Jake and Gordon's unnamed were liber­ 
ated In Seymour, Ind., the ritorning of Oct. 7. Dis­ 
tance, air line, 56"> miles. Returns are not in yet, but 
are expected.

Francis. Whitely, Newark, N. J., offers to back his 

loft against any in America, trom two stations, one 
west, one southwest, not less than 500 miles distant 
from the home loft. The referee to be any fancier 
outside of the Confederate ring. At the garden show 
he offered to fly against all Brooklyn, with old birds, 
from not less than 500 miles. He could do this, as his 
lofts contain as mauy birds as are in all of the Brook­ 
lyn lofts combined. Peter Taylor, Jr., president of the 
Brooklyn Club, may take him up, but he has only his 
Caledotiia, hatched last year and flown only from 150 
miles, that is to be classed as an old bird. He did offer 
to fly one, two or more youngsters with him, from any 
distance or direction, each to use Federation bands 
and «ithin the same mouth. This is going it blind, as 
a band must be put on a bird before it is a week old. 
Mr. Taylor breeds for purpose, and has such faith in 
his theories that he is willing to risk it. Mr. Whitely 
selects his birds on the floor, and relies mostly on con­ 
dition, and he has never yet fl >wn birds in the year of 
their hatch, so it is doubtful if he accepts.

"That Alien bird," owned for a year past by Marton 
Clark, Paterson, N. J., died last week. If what is told 
of it is true, it was worth all tne regret Mr. Clark ex­ 
presses at its loss. In 1884 the Newark Club flew its 
birds from the Southwest for club record, the last jour­ 
ney from Morgantown, N. C., 525 miles. This bird is 
said to have been found in a Paterson loft at evening 
of the day of tho start, thus having covered the 525 
miles and at least ten more. The finder recognized 
the bird as a prize, and the more so as the name of A. 
A. Alien on the wing gave the clue to its identity. He 
not only did not report it, but hid it away so closely 
that even his .nearest friends did not know of it. 
What aunoyt-d Mr. Alien most when be found out 
about it two years later was to remember that the 
finder had visited tm loft and by his questioning had 
established the identity of the bird and had led him 
into selecting the mate, which he purchased for it. 
Tbe bird has been Sir. dark's property for the past 
year. It is the father of his favorite Trenton.

The Hudson Club, Brooklyn, offered a valuable 
prize for the best average speed from not less than 250 
miles made by a Federation branded bird previous to 
Nov. 1. The race secretary's report was iu favor of 

'C. 0. Barretl's Akron and Magoffin for the journey 
from Akron, N. Y., to Dorchester, Mass., 373 mile* in 
l,060yd>. per minute. The start nt 5:54 A. M., Sept. 19; 
the birds in loft at 4:1314 p. M. The next 
best was by Hie birds of L. W. Spangehl, 
Brooklyn, from Rappaliannock, Va. The entry was 
S 79 and S 74. Both had been flown from the West 
and were considered by those who believe in one 
direction as handicapped for the Southwest. But 
Mr. Spangehl bad wou the Bowermun badge under 
the same conditions in 1886 from P.appahannock and 
would risk it. Only one bird, S 74, returned. Tho 
start waa at 7:45 A. M., Oct. 23, the return was at 4:06 
p. M. Air tins distance, about 250 miles. Average 
speed, 888 yards per minute. The birds of 
the Pateraon, N. J., Club tried for it, but by 
a mistake missed it. The entry was 26 birds 
owned by J. J. Byran, Edw. Bolton aad Morion Clark. 
The start was from Culpepper, Va., the morning of 
Sept. 26. Two birds returned to the Bolton loft to­ 
gether at 2:25 P. M., but one was branded aud the other 
not. In tho excitement it was the marks ef the un- 
brauded and ineligible that were taken aud reported. 
The club had the speed, but for the wrong bird. The 
air line distance was about 265 miles; the average speed 
1,069 yarde per miuute. The HuJson Club has not yet 
m:ide the award, but will do BO at the meeting held 
this week.

James McGauhey's 500-miles bird Cora and two 
Paterson, N. J., breeders were taken from the cages at 
the Madison Square Gard-.-n show.

Tbe relation which Philadelphia bears to New York 
as a liberating station is one of the inexplicables of 
pigeon flyioR. Hundreds of New York biids have 
started from Philadelphia, with evidently the best of 
intentions, as they have gone away at once aud in the 
direction of home, but less than ten have made the 
journey by wing. The last trial was of fourteen birds 
owned by the Meserole Club, Brooklyn. The s'art 
was at 9 A. M., Oct. 23, with atmospheric conditions 
entirely favorable. The birds took their course imme­ 
diately aud were seen to cross tho river, and w?ie still 
together when over Jersey. The first to return was

Smith and Kilrain Exhibiting—Probable 
Chance of Meeting Between Smith aud 
Sullivan—The Matter's Movements, Etc.
Smith and Kilrain are now engaged in box­ 

ing exhibitions. They are said to have re­ 
ceived $5,000 each for twelve nights' sparring 
in England, besides a percentage of the receipts, 
which amounted to nearly $500 per night in the 
provinces.
