In many wajs it is a decided im­ 
provement over the seeretaries-salary-grab 
game. The text i.^ as follows:

Club «iu'l b(x.k wbicli libd a well-antheutiraiU'I 
pedi^'ce eitcn<Ji;ijj b»ck at Ie«st two gt-neratk*n«, or 
which hrw voit a f;rstor second pri/rt at a show ho^d by 
a dull \vtikh has been rrcocniz^d by or is now a mem­ 
ber of the American Kennel Club.

It feliail bo the 'luty oi'theufflct-rj of ilnbt, mera- 
bf-ra of tliia aseKKiiatlon, to re^uiro tbe payment of nfty 
Cfnts registration fco t'^oiu owucrs or lui 1 dlt-rd (if all 
doj;8 winning a tirtt cr second prize at a show, before 
tho delivery uf tbc priyo money, umilu) or diiiioniu.

It §b<t!l itlsn be thvduty of ilia office  of clubs, mem­ 
bers of ibis i;s(*ori;uion, »i require a r^i.-'tMlioii fee 
of fifty cents in adv.nice, from owner* or. imndlerfl of 
all dogs, which have not yet been restored in the 
American Kennel Club SmJ Book, which hive won a 
fir?t or a tociiud prize at ft show previously ' 1() ld by a 
chib which hns been recognized by, or i* at present, a 
tttmbvr of tliij association.

The one obstacle I can see to the adoption or 

eonsiderution of tliat amendment !- * that it has 
not been made in time. In fact, there is not an 
amendment which should not be ruled out at 
the meeting on th»t ground aloue.

Two weeks ago I asked a friend of mine in 

New York to take every opportunity he could of 
conversing with the "majority" and finding out 
how things stood at 44 Broadway. His re­ 
ply came to hand two days ago, and 
after girin^ pome details he winds up by say­ 
ing "To sum up the situation jt is thif, every 
effort will be made to qualify the rule."

It is ss plain as A. B, C.. and I can­ 
not undcr?tand now why ths idea never occurred 
to mo before.

Did you ever know the AVostminster Kennel 

Club officials to make a right decision when 
by any chance tho reverse could happen? 
Hardly ever, is a term permissible nowadays. 
\VeIi, now they have blundered again and caught 
a tartar in Mr. C. )I. Ma-on. I do not agree 
with Mr. Mason's argument, but we arrive at a 
flimilar conclusion. It appears that his entry 
of Beaufort at tho Xcw York show was'Meclined 
by the committee." I cannot give all the par­ 
ticulars, which are to be found in forest and 
Stream over Mr. Mason's signature.

The only way in which a show committee 

can decline an entry is by operation of rule 7, 
apart, of course, *from tho rejection of those 
made by any person under the ban of the club. 
The rule in question reads: *'The authorities of 
any show may reserve to themselves the right of 
declining any entries they may sec fit." Mr. 
Mason finds fault with the rule, but I think it a 
very necessary one. Of course, there is such a 
thing as abusing a rule as well as uting it. That 
IB whore Mr. Mason and I disagree.

* , '
But, examine the rule, looking at the word- 

Ing carefully and you will see that it entails 
something upon the "authorities." It is ueccs- 
»ary that in order to be able to take ad­ 
vantage of the liberty allowed by the rule, 
that the right should be "reserved." I have 
examined the special regulations of the W. 
K. C. show, and I cannot find that the club 
bas made aoy claims to exercise "the right of 
declining any entries." Tho wording of the 
rule was carefully made, and meant just what 
it says. You cannot claim that it directly 
gives the right to decline, because if such was 
the ease the rule would read: "The author­ 
ities of any fhow may decline any entries 
they sec fit."

Let Mr. Mason take the above note to any 

lawyer, and he will tell him what I do, and he 
will have tho satisfaction of showing Beaufort
*t New York, if ho wants to.

* . * 
Mr. Pcshall will not need to toll him anything

 bout the Garden of Eden, if tho case comes 
before him for decision. It is too clear for any 
doubt on the subject. Let me illustrate it. 
Suppose the National Trotting Association made 
a rule to the effect that "Any associate member 
may reserve to itself the right to pay only 
one premium to a horse distancing the 
field," and this was not specified
 s ono of the conditions of the purses, would tho 
association be able to withhold all- tho purses 
from such a winner? Not much. Tho board of 
appeals would say to the association: "Did 
you reserve this right to yourselves in your ad­ 
vertisement, or progrnmme of stakes? If you 
did nfit, then the winner takes all the money."
