THE CALIFORNIA SHOW.

A Highly Successful Event—The List of 
Awards—Comment on the Judging and 
Exhibits, Kic.
AVith 200 dogs catalogued and only four »b- 

lentees the Pucific Kennel Club has every reaaon 
for congratulation upon the success of its inau­ 
gural show, which took place at San Francisco 
on April 4, 5, 6 and 7. It was a broad gauge 
enow in every detail of management, and all 
bands worked in unison to make it a success. 
Colonel Stuart Tuylor, president of tho club, is 
personally known to a large number of Eastern 
exhibitors, and betook an active part in the ad­ 
ministration. Mr. James E. Watson did a good 
deal more than his share of the work as secre­ 
tary, and Mr. J. 1'. Carroll seemed possessed of 
the properties of the bird that could be in more 
than one place at the same time. There was a 
little delay in getting at the judging on the first 
day, but the buiVling had been occupied by a 
ball on Monday night and the carpenters could 
Dot get to work until the following morning. 
Shortly after three o'clock on the first day I got 
my ring in order and proceeded to business, 
kindly auJ most efficiently assisted by Mr. Wil­ 
son, formerly secretary ot the New Brunswick 
Kennel Club, but now located at Los Angeles.

I do not propose giving an alleged criticism 
of my own awards, but I will, in place of that, 
give a general idea of the quality of the winners 
and of the classes in general. The winning mas­ 
tiff dog was up to highly commended form in 
the East and a little better in anything but the 
best company. A dog of good girth of skull, 
fair size, good coat, legs and feet; deficient in 
front of the eye. Don was superior in head, 
substance and coat. The winning bitch was a 
very good one. She was bred by Mr. Haldeman, 
by Hero III., out of Nell, now ownei by Mr. 
Berger, of Langhorne, Pa. She lacks character 
in head not the right expression of face ta­ 
pers somewhat in muzzle, but is otherwise a 
bitch that could hold her own with any in the 
East.

St. Bernards were a poor lot. Some local au­ 
thority, it appears, has been foisting a number 
of curly white and white and black pnppies 
upon the people here as pure St. Bernards, but I 
turned out six of the eight dogs as mongrels, 
leaving Judge and Bruce. Tho latter, with 
eighteen mon-.hs more age than the nine-months- 
old Judge, naturally excelled in head, but he 
had just come off ship from a voyage around 
tbe Horn, and was in such bad condition that, 
allowing for expected improvement in Judge's 
icad, he was given first. The bitch Garda is 
small and somewhat inclined to curly coat on 
quarters and neck. Her body coat is good, but 
of a worse color, like Margery. I thought Garda 
was Bonivard, as she had the ticks be used to 
give his descendants. The one smooth-coated 
dog, Kector III., was very small and had the 
ring tail so frequently seen in this breed.

Mr. Davidson had two deerhounds and gave 
first to Schula II.f tho largest and best built one 
of the pair. Good quality of coat, but some­ 
what weak in head. The greyhounds were also 
bandied by my confrere, and I differed with his 
opinion in two classes. I preferred Sir William 
II. to Monarch in the dog class, being better in 
head, neck, shoulders and front, and showing 
more quality. In the bitch puppies I thought 
Lady Catherine an easy winner, as Gyp is 
already a bad one and the other has only eize 
against her. Mr. Davidson got a class made 
for English foxhounds and thus got the large 
bloodhound - looking natives by themselves. 
They were a large, rangy lot and the 
winners would hold their own in al­ 
most any selection of Virginia hounds. 

The winning pointer Tom Pinch is out of 
Beulah. the dam of Beaufort, is lemon and white 
and ticked and not much over the 55 pounds 
limit weight. I did not like the way he moved 
behind, but still he had an easy win. The 
pointers were very fj^^i^^^indeed, and much 

^^fflfl^taan^^^exntToied to see
letters were also very good, and I thought well- 
judged, excepting in the bitch puppies, in which 
class I could not bring myself to believe that 
Donna was better than Pride. The Irish setters
 were just fair in quality while the black and 
tans, headed by the 12-year-old Dorr, were also 
passably good. There were a couple of Irish water 
Spaniels, which could only be beaten in Milwau 
kee or Illinois. The winner Nora P. is better in 
coat than Irish Girl. Nellie was the only good 
land spaniel shown and she was without opposi­ 
tion in the heavy-weight class. Cockers were 
poor and if I had handled them I certainly 
would have withheld some of the prizes in place 
of giving three and two mentions in the class of 
five. *

Collies were very poor classes; in fact, the 
Worst I had to deal with. Of the six entries one 
had a little white on face and chest, everything 
else being black and tan, with short, thick heads, 
heavy ears and single coats with no mane or frill
 ven among thedogs. The winning beagles were 
of the Bannerman type, which I never admired. 
Colonel Taylor's small bull terrier Kittle was well 
ahead of all her breed, there being a number of 
pit dogs which had to go out of the ring with­ 
out any notice. These owners took the decision 
with more good grace than is usual with exhibi­ 
tors of these pied and brindled animals.

With Sly Mixture Mr. Martin won easily in 
fox terrier dogs. He is bitch-headed and slack 
in bone. The same owner had, however, to be 
content with second with his bitch Clover 
JTidget, who was beaten by a very passable speci­ 
men in Captain Auld's Daisy, an all white bitch. 
A number of tbe fox. terriers were small, weedy 
and prick-eared. Of the remaining class the 
following may bo mentioned: Beauty, a toy 
black and tan, good in color, coat and markings; 
Mash, Yorkshire, plenty of coat but faded in 
color; Jappy, Japanese spaniel, small in skull, 
but of nice size; Queen, pug, up to very highly 
commended from anywhere, proper size, small 
ears, and fair in marking 3 ; tbe other pugs were 
large and smutty. Poodles, all three very good. 
In miscellaneous class Wolf, an Esquimaux, de- 

' ficient in coat; ISruno S., a black spitz, wth the 
same fault. I cannot close my notes without 
tendering, through the columns of THE SPORT­ 
ING LIFE, my sincere thanka for the courtesies 
extended to me during my stay in San Fran­ 
cisco. With so many new friends all anxious to 
make my visit a pleasant one, it is almost invid­ 
ious to make any selection, but I should be do­ 
ing my own feelings an outrage did I fail to 
specially thank Mr. H. H. Briggs, of the 
Jlrecder and Sportsman, and Mr. Wm. Schreiber, 
coupling theirs with the names of the gentle­ 
men already mentioned.

THE WHEEL.
ROWEJJATEN.

The American Champion Loses the First 
of the Series for the World's Champion­ 
ship.
Much to the disappointment of his American 

friends and supporters, Rowe, the acknowledged 
American champion, suffered defeat in the first 
of tho series of three races at five, one and 
ten miles for $1,000 and the world's champion- . 
ship. The distance of this race was fire miles, 
and it was run of at the Belgrave Road grounds, 
Leicester, before a great crowd. Rowe was in 
excellent condition, and, contrasted with How- 
ell's overdrawn look, ought to have been the 
favorite, but tho Englishmen preferred to trust 
to a man whom they knew from experience is 
a first-rate rider, and seven to four was freely 
laid on Howell. At the start Ho well took a 
slight lead at a moderate pace, Rowe hanging 
on to the bind wheel of his opponent. This con­ 
tinued to the end of the first mile, which was 
completed in 3m. 11 l-5s. The pace was some­ 
what worse, but the positions unaltered, during 
the second mile, the time at the end of which 
was 6m. 24 l-5s. The crowd urged the men to 
improve the pace, but neither heeded the advice, 
and the third mile was finished in, 9m. 39s. and 
the fourth in 12m. 492s. from the start. Then 
both warmed to their work, excited by the 
shouts of the multitude. In the last lap, half 
way round, Rowe made a fine spurt and forged 
quite six yards ahead and for a moment looked 
like winning, but Howell replied with one of 
the splendid rushes for which he is famous, 
quickly passed his man, and won by five yards 
amid the greatest enthusiasm; time 15m. 
37 l-5s. The mile race will be run at Wolver- 
hampton and the ten miles at Coventry.

FOREIGN NEWS.
Active Work on the Track in the Tight 

Little Isle.
The ten-mile professional bicycling champion­ 

ship of England was contested at Leistershire, 
April 2. The race resulted: R. Howell, Lei­ 
cester, Champion (£12 and gold medal), 1; W. 
Wood, North Shields (£5), 2; J. D. Lumsden, 
Aberdeen (£2), 3; H. Robb, Birmingham (£1), 
4; J. Lee, Claycross, 0; A. Hawker, Leicester, U; 
A. Preston, Leicester, 0. The time of the victor 
Howell was: One mile, 3m. 18s.; two miles, 6m. 
36s.; three miles, 9m. 56a.; four miles, 13m. 23s.; 
five miles, 16m. 41s.; six miles, 20m. 11s.; seven 
miles, 23iu, 33s.; eight miles, 27m.; nine miles, 
30m. 20s.; ten miles, 33m. 22 l-5s.

At Coventry, April 2, W. Woodside, tho 
American, and W. T. Allard, of Coventry, con­ 
tested a ten-mile race for £25 a side. The men 
came out in a heavy hailstorm, and WoodsiJe, 
having won inside place, dashed off with the 
lead. Before three miles were covered Allard 
spurted to tho front, but two miles further on he 
was again displaced, thetimefor five miles being 
17m. 33s. From this point \Voodside led, and 
entering the last lap was two yards in front of 
his opponent. Allard struggled gamely, but 
lost ground, and was finally defeated by six yards. 
Torrents of rain fell and the track was in conse­ 
quence sticky. Wooiside's time was 35m. 28s., 
and Allard finished a second later.

At North Shields cycling track, April 2, a 
ten-mile lap race between Thomas Battensby, of 
Blyth, and R. H. English, of North Shields", for 
£30, took place. English led off, but at the ex­ 
piration of the seventh mile Battensby had 
easily attained tho position of victor by record­ 
ing 26 laps to English's 9. Shortly after this 
English retired from the track. Time lor seven 
miles, 2lm. 51£s.
