Carrent Comment and Gossip.
PHILADELPHIA, Saturday, April 28.   The 

Walnut, which ha* achieved an uncommon 
record this season for the production of new 
plays in this city, was last Monday night the 
scene of another first performance on any stage. 
It bodes well, mctMnks, for "The Fairy's Well" 
that it first saw the light in the theatre which 
was the American cradle of such a big t access 
as the "Dark Secret," and where such proporous 
plays as "Monbars," "As in a Looking Glass," 
"Maggie, the Midget," "The Highest Bidder," 
"Starlight," "My Brother's Sister" and many 

' others equally novel, if not as profitable, were 
first introduced to thia city in the course of a 
single season. It was under Manager Fleisch- 
man's auspices, be it further remembered, that 
"Mazulm," which has since become one of the 
biggest hits < f the year in New York City, re­ 
ceived its sumptuous revival by "mine brudder 
Imre," of the house of Kiralfy, at the Academy 
of Music. Mr. Fleiechman'a godfathership 
ought to go a great way toward the success of 
any new piece in view of these facts.

"The Fairy's Well," however, contains in it­
self the elements which secure popular favor.
Manager Power, it seems to me, is fortunate in

* bnving secured so promising a successor to
..,, "The Ivy Leaf." He intends to spread on the
-,-" piece sjwotacularly next season. This week's 

production was accomplished after very hurried 
preparation, and while the play went very well 
even as pre;*ented, il was easy to see that it con­ 
tained possibilities which have not yet been 
brought out. It has drawn packed houses all 
 week. If I might make a few practical sug­ 
gestions, I would say that much could be 
added to the pictureequeness of the piece if 
the fairy's well were more romantically sur­ 
rounded. It was a most prosaic-looking well 
as I saw it on Monday night   a three-feet 
square enclosure of wood, with which a fairy 
with a proper idea of bis or her importance 
would hardly have been induced to have any­ 
thing to do. There was a peculiar insincerity 
in the manner in which the fuuny Irishman 
seemed to be standing on the water while he 
amused himself by toying with the affections 
of the comical Irishwoman. As usual, the 
most interesting personage in the piece

* - Is the funny, little, bad Irishman, who 
is full of evil intentions and overpowering 
brogue, and who spoils all, as usual, by re­ 
penting with lightniag-liko suddenness in the 
last act. When will these men who write 
plays get to leaving sinners in their sinful- 
ftess as the curtain falls?

I heard the greater portion of the Damnation 
of Faust the other night by the Philadelphia 
chorus and the mail brought me the same even­ 
ing from Melbourne, Australia, an account of the 
singer Federici's death, while going through the 
"infernal* regions" trap as Mcpktstopketcs. It 
was surely one of the most grim of sudden 
deaths, and far beyond the imagination of fiction. 
The opera "Faust" is so familiar to all of us, that 
the scene can be readily pictured. With his 
arm roun-1 J-\iu*t, Fcderk-i, tucked in the scarlet 
and black bravery of MepliKtophvleSj stood on 
the trap and up came the red flames from the 
calciums beneath the stage. Before tho trap 
could descend, Fcdcrici released his hold on 
f'tuwt and threw himself forward. He was car­ 
ried into the green room, and in a few minutes 
he died. Just picture the corpse lying there 
attired in the traditional garb ofthefcvil. What 
a chance for the painter of" the gruesome.

Federici never snng in this city, but ho was 
well known in Nfw York. He was one of 
D'Oyley Carte's Mikado Company ind sang the 
initial role. He first went ou the stage under his 
own name of Baker, but one day lie exc aimed:  
"How could a nuri become famous with a name like 
Baker;" then he changed it to "Federici.11
