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AQUATIC.
HAJJLAN'S DOWNFALL.

Once More Beaten in Australia —Kemp 
Wius the World's Championship.

The great sculling rn.ce for_ the championship 
of the vvurid, between Peter KuuTpj 01 Auslrft- 

'\\a-t ftnd Edward Hanlan, of Canadt, was rowed 
Saturday, May 5, over the Paramatta course, 
3 miles, r,30 yards straightaway, and was won 
by Kemp by five lengths. Tho greatest of in­ 
terest was centred in the contest all n^r A U3 _ 
tralia. Both men appear^ io be in good condi­ 
tion, and bettl'g wa/spirited before the start, 
9^oc fccing given on Kemp to win. At the word 
both men seemed to get away together, but bo- 
fore going very far Kemp showed in the lead, 
rowing 37 strong strokes to a minute. Hanlan 
rowed 38. For the first half mile tho contest 
was nip and tuck, though Kemp-'s boat showed 
slightly in the lead. From tho hulf-milc to the 
mile mavk the interest in the contest increased, 
and Hanlan drew closer to tho Australian. At 
about the mile post both boats came together. 
Kemp stepped rowing and allowed Hanlan to 
get a square lead. Then he started after him, 
and for another mile tho paco waxed warm. 
When off Gascoigno's buy, Hanlnn, who was in 
tbe lead and in Kcmp's water, rowed across the 
bow of Kemp's boat. Kemp caught him before 
no cleared 1kat part of bis scull, and touching 
Han'an's bent cau?ed the Canadian to foul. After 
getting clear Ketop continued to .row, and he 
crossed the line a winner five lengths ahead of 
the American representative, thereby holding 
bis title of champion of tho world and winning 
$2,500 stake money posted by Hanlan.

THE CONSEQUKSCBS OF THE DEFEAT.

The result was a surprise. Judging from the 
previous performances of Kemp, few among 
those who take cognizance of rowing matters 
considered that he had an even chance with 
Hanlan. Even among his own countrymen ho, 
found few supporters, and it is pretty certain 
tbat Hanlan went to the starting point a strong 
favorite. It must be remembered, however, that 
Beach has all along" declared his faith in tho 
ability of Peter to win the event, and be ought 
certainly to be well qualified to judge between 
them. If he was re illy able to cutrow the Can­ 
adian, it proves tiiat he is a greatly improved 
sculler, but until full details of the race are re- 
ceivod, and we know the causes that led to the 
fouling, and who was really to blame therefor, 
no intelligent opinion can be formed concerning 
tho matter. Should Hanlan still have reason to 
consider himself the better man, he will doubt 
less seek another opportunity to demonstrate the 
fact, for he will be loath lo leave tho land of the 
bush witbiout taking with him the title which he 
first lost there, and which he has repea'edl.y 
tried in vain to regain. If, on tbe contrary, his 
experience last Saturday satisfied him that the 
present champion is a faster sculler than himself, 
it is not likely that he will delay his departure 
for home long after the decision of his match with 
Trickett on Juno 13. It will then be in order 
for the American champion, John Tecmer, to 
make the journey to Australia for the purpose 
of having a try for the title he covets, and which 
it does not appear likely thit he can secure with­ 
out undertaking such a trip. The Pennsyl- 
Tanian has announced his intention to challenge 
the winner of the late race, and it is understood 
that Frod H. Hngon, of Sydney, N. S. W., has 
promised to back him against any oarsman in 
*,hat country for any desired amount of money.

KKMP'S HECOTID.

Peter Kemp is 34 years of age. He bails 
from the far-famed Hawkesbury district His 
place of residence is Colo, on the Hawkesbury. 
He is a married man, having a wife and seven 
children. In stature and general build he is 
said to resemble Tecmer. He rowed his first 
race on the Hawkesbury River on July 24,1884, 
beating George Salomon* in a contest in wager 
boats for £50 a side. On Oct. 10,1831, he rowed 
Neii M itterson for £200 a side, and was defeated; 
won first prize, £50, Morepeth regatta, on Nov. 
22, ISSo; won the light skiff race at the nnni- 
jersary regattn, 1SSC; defeated by Geo. Perkiris 

|T Thames July 9, 1SSC, in a race for £100 
yfoorge Bubear on

beat Neil Matter>on on the Paramatta River, 
July 14, 1887, in a wee for £100 a side. Hemp's 
rowing weight is 11 stone 4 pounds. He re­ 
cently defeated Clifford, of Australia, in a match 
race for the world's championship over the Para­ 
matta course.

THE SCULLING CHAMPIONSHIP.

The Lesson of Haitian's Later Career—Two 
Championships Sacrificed to a Profes­ 
sional Blunder.
Inasmuch as Beach, if he intended to continue 

to reside in Australia, would scarcely have dared 
to resign the sculling championship of the 
world to Hanlan, his passive rclinquis-hment of 
it to a fellow-countryman may be objected to by 
some ns a too obvious stroke of national policy; 
but Peter Kemp'a defeat of the Canadian last 
Saturday cannot but be regarded as a confirma­ 
tion of Australia's succcs?orship to the title. 
Among thoec who have failed to applaud the 
shifting of the championship from Beach to 
Kemp is John Teenier, who has a notion of so- 
ing to the land of the festive kangaroo to re­ 
deem it. He will dc ;crvc to win, if that should 
be the chief purpose and main recompense of 
his long journey; but he will probnbly not suc­ 
ceed, and for the sinie climatic reasons that 
were perfectly clear to the Canadian before the 
latter set out on his first visit to Beach. Han- 
iiin has twice made tho journey without having 
altogether merited victory. Were it not that 
the dominant motive of his trip in 18S4 was so 
personal as somewhat to foreshorten its senti­ 
mental rndiftncc, his venturesomcncss would de­ 
serve to take high rank among the most gener­ 
ous and illustrious deeds emblazoning the annals 
of professional sporU; for, in order to carry the 
world's championship to far-off Sydney and lay 
it at the feet of a home-body, the Canadian had 
to go to Engbnd to put himself in the way 
of winning it. Sympathy for him in his defeats 
is tempered by the consciousness that, had he 
not in the fin-t place gone out of his path 
to ask Beach to take it, he would not have had 
to ask Beach or Kemp to let go of it. With no 
obligation to impel him towards Beacji, with no 
match made when he started, with probably no 
American interested in the main stake when the 
match was at last made, and turning his bick 
upon the opportunity offered him here to row 
Teemer, Hunlan voluntarily took the champion­ 
ship to Australia, there transferring it to one 
who should have been required to como here if 
he wanted it, but who would never have ven­ 
tured to encounter those severe obstacles of new 
climate and strange currents, which were the 
picas urged by Hanlan in extenuation of his own 
defeat.

The world's championship should still be in 
either Cunndian or United States waters. It was 
the powerful temptation of profit that led Han­ 
lan to risk honors that were really a trust confi­ 
ded by the public to his skill as a sculler and his 
prudence as a man, of the time and placo for 
defending which he was not to be the sole arbi- 
ter in every contingency, and that, go far from 
being his to jeopardize at will, were absolutely 
worthless to him, in point of fame, if they wore 
not highly prized by his countrymen and ours. 
It is folly to seek to belittle this as pure senti­ 
ment. It is the inexorable logic of the cate­ 
chism of public pastime from time Immemorial. 
Honors of this peculiar sort, deriving their true 
worth and ring only from the enthusiasm of the 
masses, cannot be enduring unless they lie deep 
down in public regard, and fidelity to all the 
obligations uf a trust is tho foundation of the 
entirn fubric of sport?, Professional* have not always 
enjoyed Hit- freed'.m of action and tho impunity (hat 
Irtirrly have seemed to bo theirs.

And 
this conccs-ion I make to Beach in epite of an assur­ 
ance umu*e me by an Australian, who took ft lively in­ 
terest in the Beach eidc of the first match and yet 
held to tho view thaf, had the Canadian been free 
from climatic iufluencts, which perhaps would, have 
permitted liiiiAftener to fure*> tbe ease of hotel life 
for tho severity of the shell, h^ would have won. But 
not even this concession an to the strength and skill of 
Beach can suppress the reflection that but for Hnnlon's 
alacrity there would hove been no mot-ting, and that, 
without intending to do so, he virtually eave Ihe 
championship away in a quarter whom public penti 
ment will probably forbid reciprocal risk or gener­ 
osity.

It was the nvfifortune of this enliie gqnatfc conti- 
ni-nt that tho Canadian w;w not errat enough in 1884 
to rise above his personal as pirnlion. and for his own 
fake it Is to lie regretted that he WHS not BO small a 
persoitige in tho public eyo a* to bo ablt- to creep from 
underneath a needles-sly inviiel defeat uithonf rasping 
his loins thereby not a little (Hoiinln" (he effulgence 
of a well-earned and universal reputation. His euc- 
cfssivo disasters teach anew the lesson that i\ trust 
like bis lm^cs:s a variety of cblipuions. Having 
erred In judgment as to ono championship, he lost his 
pre.-tige, which IB oficn quite as j otent as mere skill or 
hard muscle. Having lust piestigc, he the more 
etsily became twice conquest to Ttemer, and so lost 
his other championship a* a formality, liming neces­ 
sarily lest it in fttct when lie surrendered to Beach the 
broader championship of the world. Tlto moral of nil 
this, ns bearing upon every exponent of a F port, is 
obvious. It is old, but it had been forgotten by others 
besides Hanlan. There is safety in one's own dung­ 
hill, and where thoro is safety there must to sweetness 
in the lung run. B. G.
