The season usually 
extends into October. Slosson writts mo that this will 
probably interfere with his participation in the con­ 
templated tournament In Cincinnati next August, as 
under his contract he cannot go West without the con­ 
sent of the proprietors of the hotel.

Death of Joseph Hrunswick.
Joseph Brunswick, the well-known billiard table 

manufacturer, died at his home in Chicago on tho 13th 
inst. Mr. Brunswick was horn 'in Langnin, 
Switzerland, In 1823. In 1848 he came to this country 
and proceeded to Cincitm^fi, where, with his brothers, 
J. 51. and Emaauel, tho firm of J. M. Brunswick 
Brothers, billiard table manufacturers, was estab­ 
lished, and which later ou became favorably known as 
tho Brunswick-Biike Co. In 18S7 Joseph and Emamiel 
moved to Ctjicaco, where they established an agency 
for the sale of their tables, and opeiied a billiard room 
iu the old Sherman House. In 1850 the brothers 
open.'-d a billiard hall on the corner of Washington 
and Clark streets, in the Methodist Church Block, and 
:»ter on they opened a fine hall on the present site of 
he Brunswick Billiard Hall, which was destroyed in 
;he great fire of 1871. About twelve years ago Joseph 
[Irutiswick and his brother disagreed, when they dis­ 

solved business connection, since which time Joseph 
Brunswick and bis two sons manufactured tables on 
heir own hook. Mr. Brunswick was held iu very 
ligh esteem in the mercantile world of Chicago. His 
irofeieiooal life, like that of most billiard table man- 
ifaclnrers, was a stormy and tempestuous one, for in 
Qe billiard business, like civil war, it seems to be 
irother aitniust brother if not fatht-r against son. Mr. 
Jruuswick's funeral took place on Tuesday last from 
lis residence on India Avenue, Chicago.
