AT BEST.

Melvln Foster, the Great Expert and Pro­
fessional I*asses Away. 

Melvin Foster the once celebrated erp^r, 
room- keeper and muster of billiards generally^ 
died at his apartments at I52l Broadway, Ne* 
York, at midnight on the 5th inat. Many are 
&j the opinion that Foster's illness waa asthma, 
while others attribute his death to consumption. 
At all event?, it is certain that Foster did not 
suffer from consumption as that dreadful disease 
is generally known, or at least was not suffering 
from it when we last saw him a few month's 
ago at the Kossmoro Hotel, while it is equally 
certain that he had not that violent form ol 
asthma which resulted in the death of Isidore 
Gayraud. Death, however was plainly visible 
on Foster's countenance for the past year or two, 
although hid general appearance suggested dys­ 
pepsia to us more than anything else.

Although but little known to the present gen­ 
eration outside of New York, Foster was cele­ 
brated as a master of the game before Slosson, 
Shaefer or Sexton were scarcely known. Yet, 
Foster was barely ten years older than the 
oldest of the experts named. Melvin Foster was 
born in Cavendish, Vermont, September 12, 
1844. When he was but eight years old his 
parents removed to Rutland, in the same State, when 
youn,; Foster WJB tent to ecliool. After school hours 
for some two or time years it w«s hia custom to make 
epeiiUing muut'y by working in R Lillian! room kept 
by Hobf rt Kingsltuid, a brot!i«r-m-la%? of Wm. Gold- 
tbwait, who was thf ii assisting in tlio room. Wheu 
Goklthv ait left Ilmlan-t, F-x-ter left school, taking the 
place made vacnut l>y Goldtuwait, and rapidly gained 
a knowledge if the business.

He next removed to Iturh'ngton, Vermont, where he 
begau to ftsto nith hi* friends by hi* skill f n haudliu p 
the cue. It was not long before the more prominent 
(layers of Boston bsctnuo aware that a voting mal 
sui stalled up in ttieir nilddt. It waa dtte.riniued to 

tent his mottle. ID lira winter of 186:1 a match forfr250 
was arranged between Foster and R. E. Wilmartti, 
which wa* played tn Efsex Hall, Foster winning by % 
points in 1,000. This pained him considerable notor­ 
iety, *nd he wai at ooce admit t^l without cavil to a 
prominent pluce amotif< tb« threat ftxperta of the pro- 
fefceion. AtihocJ.se of the year Foster turned his 
itejs toward New York, where ho at once entered 
the services of Dudley Kavaua^h, at the lat­ 
ter' e billiard hall, corner of Broadway and Tenth
 treet. Hiseuga«eineijt with Kavauaxh lasted until 
the room was closed, which engagement was alike 
pro6 table to owner and employee or ma u tiger.

Voeter did not long reiuain idle, for he opened a 
room of bis own at 20C Ki$hth avenue; this room \tas 
a favorite resort M long as It lasted. In 1864 he 
played hia celebrated mutches with John Deery  one 
in Washington and the other in Now York. Foster 
won the first bv f>5 points in 1,500, averapin* 19% »nd 
making runs of 173 and 175. One month afterwards 
he won the second game by 38:2 point* In 1,500, aver­ 
aging 17. In July of the same vear he played Dion iu 
Montreal and was beaten 394 points in 1,600. Dion 
averaged 21% in this game. Foster's being a fraction 
over 16.

In February, 1866, Foster attended the Memphis 
tournament and played against six competitors, win­ 
ning tlie first prize, $500. His general average was 
23, bis best runs 185 and 282.- In one game of 500 
points be went oat in teu inn tugs, averaging 50, 
ou a 6x12 tiible! After numerous impromptu 
nmtcheti with Kavanagh, Eaton, Boyle and otber 
players, in which bo exhibited a skill which only re-* 
quired more BtMdy and ease to make him almost xinenr- 
peB&ed, lie iferced H challenge to Joseph Dioii, "f Mont­ 
real, to play him a match game in New York for 82,500 
» Bide, the game to be 1,500 points, on a 6x12 table. 
Tl-w match was never phiycd, inasmuch as that Foster 
Wanted to have things all hi  ; owu way.

Toward the close of I860 Foster became the superin­ 
tendent of the room at 616 Broa I way, New York, 
known as K a van ugh llall. It is said that Footer's 
salary was $2,000 a year iu this room, a remarkable
 urn certainly fur thoee days. Foster remained hero 
but a short time, when be opened the Empire Billiard 
Boom in Newark, N. J., with twelve tables, Being of 
a rovine dispositiou, ho soon tired of Newark life, and 
ouce more found himself in the metropolis of America 
and was engaged to manage Marrou'8 room, in the 
Times building, and subsequently purchased an In­ 
terest in the eamy room, which he sold out about a 
ye«r later.

In February, 1868, during tne short sojourn ia New 
York of Joseph Dioa, Foster and himself played four 
practice games, two of which were remarkable. The 
games were the four-bail 1,500 points each, push being 
allowed and jaw barred, «nd played on a o^xll four- 
pocket table. In one of ttie games Foster made an 
average of 02%, and 51^4 in the other, with nice of 
206, *45, 205, 445, 190, 388 ami 239. DIon's beet runs 
were 105, 116, 184 aud 649. Dion won three gamea 
out of four.

On December 11, 18G7, Foster defeated Dion I2"points 
In a contest of 1,500 for the championship. In the

McDevitt, but wan declared the loser itt tho contest, 
he refund to finish the game. In thia match apti 
of 82,000 was also at *take.

Toward tho close of 18G7 Foster played frequent con­ 
tests with Rudolph* for money, and often defeated tbe 
Frenchman. On September 30 hs aud John Deery
played a three-ball for 8250 a aide at Irving
Hall, New York. This * a* tho second public coolest 
at tho three-ball game played in this country theflist 
having been between Kavunagh and Car me. Foster won 
by 116 points in 107 inning*, and nverwged 2 4-5. His 
twat run was 40. Deery averaged 1 2-3, hia beat run 
being 'II. The game was played in two hours and 
forty-five minutes.

On the night when ft was made known In New York 
that Mcl>.--viti hart madi the astonishing run of 1,483 
poini« while pUiying a match wiih DIou, Chris O'Cou- 
nor t.ffertd to match Footer against either of thtwe 
players f<-r $2,.*>00 a aide Ht the same style of game, hot 
his offer was u..t accepted.

On December 28,1868, ttt Ihe Academy of Music. 
New York, Foster anrf l)inn pliued a three-ball match 
of 300 poims for $1,000 a sidf, the former winning by 
4 pjiuta, with an average of 1%. Hia best runs were 
10, 11, 11, 18 un-l 21. The same experts played a re­ 
turn gamo ou January 28, 18C9, at Montreal. Tbo 
game waa the four-ball, 1,200, puah birred, for 81,000 a 
ei-ie, and was won by In -n ty 84 j oints. Foster's best 
runs were 140 «nd 3-"»5. On April C, 1869, Foster and 
Dion metnt Mechanics' Hull, Muntua), to piay their 
tbini nud final g*m« for $1,000 a side, 1,200-pmnisfonr- 
ball, push ami jaw luiied, in a SJ^xll table. The 

pitying at fir*t via 1) slow and tiresome. In the 21st 
iuuin* the score was 417 to 412 for Foster. The game 
prove! to be ot>e of th;- most iittemttinz and rtmmk- 
ablo in the history of billiard-, and waa finally won by 
Dion by a ocore of 1,200 lo 1,118. F.mter now virtu­ 
ally retired from the professional and public arena un­ 
til Mny, 187fi, when there vus a tletnaatl for American 
exp.-rts to show the world what they could do with 
tbe cue. Consequently, in the great Centennial tour­ 
nament which was held Hi lloriicnltur.il Hall, this 
city, which tournament wan given by H. W. Cullender 
(81,000 being subscribed by Frank Green). Foster was 
one of tlie contestants. Ilia band, however, had lost 
Us cuuninr, and as a gn-at expert, of b;lfi;in:s ho was 
little more than the ghost of his former greatness.

Molviu Foster, being bnman, made, no doubt, eue  
itir-fl in bis day. H U t> his credit lo know, however, 
that, if KUCU really wjis the cahC, we Iiuve never beard 
of it. Ou the contrary, he wa^ probably one of tho 
DK-at respected experts and professionals (hat this 
country ever produced. Indeed, his whole professional 
and private tif,t seems to have been singularly freo 
from blemish and stain. Living as he did in uu age 
or era when billiards produced many ablaik sheep, if 
not many a blackmailer, it must remain to his lasting 
credit that his opinion was never ou the maifcft, 
ready lo ba sold to tl e highest bidder. Foster was, hi 
every sense of the word, a slu-lcnt of the Michael 
Phelan school of billiards. Unfortun*toly the game 
has but few such students at the present day, the 
motto of the lending experts of to-day being, Cctah 
first and billiards afterward*, if at all. Under such 
circumstances it is not surprising to know that Foster 
died a poor man. If the history of American billiards, 
however, is ever written, there will he no nnjjie more 
chxrnhed or honored in the pages of that history thau 
the name of Melvin Fo* er.

The Keport Without Question Jem Blaine 
the Winner ami Teii-Seventy-One a Close 
Second Congratulations iii Order.
By the conditions governing the competition 

fo^THE SPORTING LIFE Cup the results of the 
several journeys ma-le for it were to be pub­ 
lished in the issue of THE SPOUTING LIFE fol­ 
lowing the close of the race, and to remain open 
for appeal from its decisions. No appeal being 
mode, the winner was to be named according to 
its figures.

The prescribed limit having passed without 
question being received and without comment 
other than commendatory, and the report as 
rendered being to the best of our knowledge and 
understanding of the details correct and without 
reason for question, the winner of the cup is de­ 
clared to be the red checker cock, Jem Blaine, 
reg. 10J6*, owned by Mr. John Blood, Seventh 
and Somerset street?, Philadelphia, Pa.

The journey in which this prize was won, was 
from GordonsviHe, Va., to Philadelphia. The 
start was at 7:01 A. M., June 6. The first 
return was at 11:33 A. M., certified at 
11:42 A, M. The air line distance 20S 
miles, 478 yards. The average tpeed, 1,347.6 
yards per minute. The second best speed was 
made in the same journey by Mr. James Work's, 
reg. 1071. In loft at 10:33 A. M. Distance, 
207 rnilea 1,522 yards. Average speed, 1,345 
rards per minute.
