Bones and Feathers The Hub Not Proud 
 Lonesome Gets There- -Sara nac Held 
For Good Weather The Dumlo's Show­ 
ing The Gerstlauer Claim.
Three birds owned by John Blood, cf this 

city, were liberated in Kinga Mountain the 
burning of the 27th ult. The first return was 
Silver King the morning of the sixth day after. 
"He is ia poor condition/' writes Mr. Blood, 
"and looks as though he had flown a great drs- 
Unce." The second, Tippecanoe, "nothing but 
bones and feathers," arrived the morning of
 he seventh day out. The third, Will-o'-tbe- 
Wisp, arriving the twelfth day after the etart, 
"was in preity fair condition." The distance 
covered is 474 miles, the greatest fro^t which a 
bird has been reported to a Crcsson Club loft.

"We are not ii nil proud of the Meadville 
fly." ~.-itcVMr. John Hicks, of the Hub Club, 
Boston. "I have been waiting to report to hear 
of other return", lint have not been farmed. My r. c. 
661, connttrniarkKl K J, got fcome the 3d (ih« rtart 
waa tL« 29Ui ult.), in firat-clisa c*-u lition." The dis­ 
tance is about 4Go milts. Thin ia best for all east of 
BICK k!yu fur the aeiuonl

Of t!ie three birds owned by Mr. Fred Bowers, Fall 
Hiver, Mass., started from 443 miles from home, the 
nomine of the 27th ult., only oue la reported. This, 
Loned -me, nrriveJ at about 4 p. M. the ninth day after. 
"The wither could uot have bteii worse in the vicin­ 
ity of home," writes Mr. Bowers. "It rained bard nil 
the day of the start and the wiud wag from the nortii- 
Mftt for the seveiul following. Skewer and Nameltsa I 
do not look fur, as they were etirdditiK badly wh-n
 eut away ami there were a grait many feathers in the 
bubet nhen it was returned."

The eotrie* in the Dando Club's race from Charlotte. 
S. C., about 442 mile*, was B. W. Anlrewa 10, T. P^ 
Green 9, J. McGauliey 4. The start was early 
the morning of the 2d. The first marks re­ 
ported were those of thre« to the Andr«-ws 
loft at about noon of the Cth, three others arriving 
later. One of tb« first trio ha J uot been sent In the 
previous journeys. Mr. Greeu i« said to have one bird 
ftthome, but hoe rendered uo report. Mr. McOauhey 
reports 'The Rocord" still wearing the seamless band 
U)d the countf ruiarbB of the other races, but without 
the feather bearing the marks of ihlti. The tird was 
hatched tliis year. The clueing race of the series will 
probably bo from about 50U milts.

Sarauac, owned by John R. Uuusberger, of this city, 
was sent on Ihe 20th ult. to Concord, N. C., lobe started 
on Jhe 2d, if pi-ssitle, hut on the 3*1 surely. It, hav­ 
ing made the journey once, might brave auy ordinary 
Itorui to be at home at evening. The 1 {Iterator wrote 
viider date of the 5th In answer to our tmxtotm inquiry:
 "I received the bird all right but could cot turu him 
loose, as it was stormy until to-day." The bird ar­ 
rived at home at about eleven o'clock next mprning. 
At Concord is on the way to home from both Charlotte 
and KlufEH Mountain, there would seem to be good rea­ 
son why the first returns were uot until the 6lh.

The interest at prestnt fur all Is centered ou the start 
pf the Gerstlauer and Hornbcrger birds from Klu«a 
Mountain the morning of the 2d. Although we have
 nderxtood Mr. Geistluuer to say of the two birds sent: 
irtt, that they had b*en flown only twice before this 
year and that they had been flown over this course 
more than fifty times second, that they had returned 
from GreenYille, S. C., 530 miles, that they had never 
before been EO far away as Kings Mountain, 474 miles. 
Tet these apj<arent discrepancies may he In our mls- 
uaderfataudlug, and not to Mr. GerstUuer's discredit.

Thla matter is of rery great importance, since, if 
baskets c.-n be tampered with or exchanged en route, 
ft wilt a<ld greatly to the labor and expense to ensure 
against its t>emg don*. The particulars are mainly M 
Jbl!ow8>-Fotir birds were brought to us the afternoon
 f July 30 to ship to King* Mountain, tw» owned by 
George Hornbt-ger, two owned by D. Gerstlauer, Jr.,
 either owner knowing that the other was sending. 
the Hornberger pair was In a large and rather close 
basket, but the Gerstlauer was in very cramped quar­ 
ters.

The Geratlauer entry was an ash bearing an open 
lag band loO, and a dark blue checker without a leg 
band. Both birds were clean-winged, except for the 
marks we put upon them. The basket in which theee 
birds came to us was so small that an ordinary water 
fountain look, up almost one-half of the space, the 
birds having neither room to turu about nor to get at 
the food which tuust be thrown upon the bottom, uu- 
ie04 one would kindly consent to perch aloft upon the 
lout tain whilst the other occupied the floor. Too 
basket was without lining, and the water tin was 
dean and bright.

Preparatory to marking of the birds they were re- 
aioved to an empty basket.tbe water tin was taken out, 
ftlled afresh, and, that it might not get loose in tho 
Journeying aud cause injury to the birds ft was wired 
to the side, the wire passing orer the well, the ends 
meeting outside of tho basket in front. It was further
 ecured to tbe basket by hook* of zinc soldered to tho 
fountain, and clasping the side of the basket. Mr. 
Gentlauer brought a new lock with the basket, ''bought 
It coming down," and wanted it u-ed. Had he re­ 
quested UB to provide a lock, he to remain fguoraut of 
the kind, and we to hold the duplicate key, it would 
hare been another matter. We used a lock, bat not 
this one.

Tbe day following the shipping of the birds, Mr. 
Gerstlauer called to twik if he should "report all of thd 
marks on the featheie." Aa we had not told him that 
the birds wero marked on the feathers, and a^ to do so 
!  not our invariable rule, we wondered at the time how 
b« knew that they wero so marked.

The telegram of the atart was not sent until Tery 
late, reaching us at about two o'clock, when copies 
were Immediately forwarded to those interested. Mr. 
Qoretlauer, the eon and the agent in thiq matter of the 
reputed owner of the bird*, did not see the bird arrive, 
but as soon as he got the telegram he went up into the 
loft and there he found the bird, and he at once writ 
tbe marks he found upon it to us. The time certified 
was 3:57% P. M.; time claimed, 3:42.

Immediately upon receiving the telegram we wrote 
the HberH'or to retnrn the baskets socially marked to
 ecure immediate delivery and to us. The liberator in 
reply to this and to our inquiry as to the marks mi the 
birds, answered: "Yes, 1 noticed marks a little on
 mall basket, one number on wing, etc.," countermarks 
being correctly given. Then add*: HI t>ok a fancy to 
those in small basket and trust the chestnut red will 
get there first.' 1 The baskets and this writing were 
received tbe morning of the 4th, and in the small 
basket was evidence, which we arc advised not to make 
public at present, that It (tbe small basket) hud re- 
oelved *ome special attention. Further, the basket 
Was almost as clean as when It It ft us, and yet In the 
corners there remained loose food. The water foun­ 
tain hud not terved as a roost. 

In aniwer to our Inquiries for description of birds,
 tc., made In a second letter to the liberator, he says,
 nder date of the 4th: "My recollections are that one 
was a ret]dish color and the other a slight giaylsh cast'* 
and giving all of the countermarks, but not tbe 
regUter numbers. He BITS further: "The numbeia 
were on the wings. I d >n't think (here weie any 
bands around legs*, am pretty sore of this. The water 
can was fastened to aide of basket with pieces of zinc 
running f.titatde." In reply to further inquiry, he
 ays: "I don't think wnU-r can had any fastenings 
except ftrlps. of zinc or tin." Still, wire was about 
the fountain of the basket retur: e<I to UP.

What investigations now in progress will reveal we 
Mnnot say, but the irregularities « known are suffi­ 
cient to prevent our accepting this claim aa beyond 
f nest ion.

We shall place the mst'er before the CoDgreea of the 
Federation, at its meeting in this city in November, 
first, for its decision; second, to call attention to 
meeded additions to the race rules.

Nearly all billiard 
players, and certainly hll room-keeper*, are aware of 
the intolerable noisy that very many billiard and nearly 
every pool player make* from time tj time wlrile eu- 
gaged in A friendly contest. To snch an extent is this 
carried on at times tint it not only becomes a great 
auuoy.ioce to those who may wish to p'ay ondiBtnrbed, 
that irmriy patrons of a room leave it simply <m this 
account, while tbe room-keeper from time to tlme'ia 
obliged to perform one of the most disagreeable of all 
duties that of prohibiting men from putrocizlog his 
establishment for making this very noise In their en­ 
thusiasm at au imaginary fine ahot, or if it turn out to 
be a mere 'scratch,' the noise becomes half madden­ 
ing. Heretofore tho only remedy for cuch businew 
was for the room-keeper to do exactly what we J.ave 
stated. In all well-regulated establishment the noife 
Is, of eourw, prevented as m-ich ai possible, but never 
to such au extent  « ft should be, simply because It la 
an ntter impossibility to entirely pr< vent it. There 
are some rooms, It is true, where players can make 
all the none they choose, wittout receiving any »d- 
naonftlon or warning from the owner. It is not long, 
however, nntll the players find out that the only one 
listening to them Is the proprietor, and when they once 
mnke this discovery, the proprietor anon learns that 
even those who drove all bis customers away by 
their eccentricity and littTe variations In the shape of 
noise, no longer frequent hi? placoof bii8in«tfl,or rather 
hla place without any buiincw, for they prefer to be 
ru'fd in a room where there there is plenty of life and 
business to ruling in one where there is noltht-r one 
nor tho other. Billiard rooms are like any other busi­ 
ness establishment, they must be managed on a busi­ 
ness basid. The. moment tMs is forgotten and the 
owner or manager becomes a sort of a 'go-as-you- 
please' creature, without enough life or animation to 
try and mako business, the sooner hfs room is 'To Lei* 
the mire money will be in the owner's pocket.
