NOISE SUBDUER.
"JOHN CBEAHAN haa iuvented an improvement in 

billiard ones tir preventing: noise. Nearly all billiard 
plajers, and certainly all r. oni-keepera, are aware of 
the intolerable noise that very mauy billiard a'.icl nearly 
ev^ry pool player makes from time to time while f u- 
gaged In a friendly contest. To such an extent is this 
carried on at times thit it not only becomes a great 
annoyance to those who may wish to p!ay undisturbed, 
that many patrons of a room leave it simply on this

j account, while the room-keeper from time to time-is 
oMi^ed to perform one of the moat disagreeable of ail 
duties that of prohibiting men from patronizing his 
establishment for making this vc-ry noise in tlieir en­ 
thusiasm «t an imtiduary fine shot, or if it turn out to 
be a mere 'scratch,1 the fi&ise becomes half madden­ 
ing. Heretofore the only remedy for such business 
was for the room-keeper to do exactly what we lave 
stated. In all well-regulattd establishment tin- nui-e 
is, of course, prevented as much as possible, but never 
to such an extent as it ehould be, simply because it Is 
an utter impossibility to entirely pnveiit it. There 
are some rooms, it is true, where players ran make 
all the noiw they choose, without receiving tiny ad­ 
monition or warning from the owner. It is not long;, 
however, until the players find out that the only one 
listening to them is tlio proprietor, aud when they once 
make this discovery, the proprit tor soon 1 earns tlmt 

.even thoso who drove ail his customers away by 
their eccentricity and. lilt'e variations iu the shape of 
noise, no longer frequent his place of business, or rather 
bin place without any I/mines^, for they piefer to be 
ru'ed in a room where therij there ia plenty of lifr and

I business to ruling ia one where there ia neither one 
nor the other. Billiard rooms are like any otlier bn«I- 
ueaa establishment, they muat be managed on a busi­ 
ness basu. The moment this ia forgotten and tho 
owner or manager becomes a sort of a 'go-as-yon- 
please' creature, without enough life or animation to 
try and make business, the sooner his room is 'To Lei' 
t!'o m'-re money will be in the owner's pocket. The 
improvement for cues referred to IB VITA simple.
