Current News, Comment and Criticism.
PHILADELPHIA, Saturday, Oct. 6. The chiel 

dramatic event of the week was the appearance 
of young Cre.-ton Clarke in a roun-1 of standard 
plays. On Munday night he aDpeared as Ham­ 
let, and this was followed by impersonations of 
Bertuccio, in "Fool's Revenge;" Claude Mel- 
notte, MatKiae and Shylock. In each of these 
widely-varying roles the ambitious young man 
acquitted himself fairly well. Mr. Clarko, who 
is a nephew of Edwin Booth, closely resembles 
his uncle in personal appearance, and there is 
«very reason to believe he will turn out to be an 
equally great actor one of these days. Mr. 
Clarke was supported with great ability by Miss 
Victoria Bateman and a company that was in 
til respects excellent. Miss Bateman, who is a 
iingulirly pretty and sympathetic girl, received, 
next to the star, the greatest amount of praise 
for her work.

The other novelty of the week was the pro­ 
duction of the new comedy ''The Wife" at the 
Chestnut Street Theatre. This is a bright, clever 
and interesting piece of work, which hold? and 
rewards the attention of the spectator through­ 
out its four acts, and combines the humorous 
and the serious elements in nicely calculated and 
effective proportions.

The comedy is capitally acted. Me. Kelcey, 
aa the husband, well sustained the dignity and 
manliness of the character under somewhat try­ 
ing circumstances, and the part of Mattheic Cul­ 
ver, the villain; Robert Grey, the lover, and Silas 
Truman, a business man and everybody's friend, 
Were ably filled by Messrs. Wheatcroft, Miller 
and Walcot. Mr. Lemoyne contributed one of 
his careful character studies as Major Putnam, 
and Mr. Charles S. Dickson got a great deal of 
ftin out of the role of Jack Dexter, the male in­ 
genue. Miss Georgia Cayvan played The Wife 
with ample emotional power and fine intelli­ 
gence, and Mrs. Walcot made a pleasant im­ 
pression as A/rs. Ives. The ingenue part was 
Drightly taken by Louise Dillon.

When the late Bartley Campbell wrote "Si- 
fceria" he submitted the manuscript to a well- 
known journalist in New York, who, after read­ 
ing it, declared that it would be a failure because 
he thought the people of this country would not 
understand its ins and outs. The playwright 
answered that he was sure the play would be a 
vuccess because it appealed to human sympathy, 
and everybody understood that. Mr. Cam|ibell was 
right; the play has been one of his greatest successes.

"Jocelyn," the new play with which Miss Rose 
Co?h!an haa equipped herself for her professional tour 
of tbe country during the autumn aud winter hts re- 
  Ued tho most flaUcnui entlorstmeiitflin New York.

It Is a romantic drama of excellent quality, clear and 
logical In plot, well wrought and written with fine 
skill. The epoch of the play la that stirring era in 
French history when young Louis XIII. had just as­ 
sumed the government of a country rent asunder by 
religions controversy, before Annflnd Joan du Plessis 
had exerted his piwer. The people of the play are 
nobles and commoners of the Province of Anjou and 
adventunra attachtd to the little army with which 
the King'* hate mother, Marie de Medicls, devastated 
the province and threatened the throne. There are 
fourteen important ptrsoowgea, aud each of these haa 
individual force and meaning. The tone and color of 
a chivalric and picturesque age are happily pn served, 
and tho language, singularly free from pompous 
phraeeaand trite expression*1 , considering the subject, 
is forcible, characteristic and thoughtful. The text 
ha<, In fact, much the same quality as tho Engli-h 
Robert Louis Stevenson uses in his delicious romances 
of old French chivalry. It is therefore appropriate to 
the theme, and not a mere jargon of Elizabethan forms 
of speecb aud hackneyed theatrical phrased.

As good a play as "Jocelyu" Is not often produced 
nowadays. Ii bus literary merit as well as the e.'-termed 
theatric quality of effectiveness to commend it alike to 
the critical observer and the play-goer who leaves his 
mind at home when he goes to see a play. It Is tlie 
work of a thorough stndent of stagecraft, a master, in­ 
deed, of nil its subt'etiea, who is also a man of fine 
artisiic instinct* and excelK-nt literary taste. The 
play bears the impress of the mind and reflect thebesl 
artistic qua'ities of tlie author, Mr. Charles F.Coghlan. 
There is no bombast lu It and no noise for its own ^akc. 
Tbe climaxes are intense and powerful. The xhadows 
are heavy, but there is sunlight In the play, and the 
character ofapnre, higu-minded woman of sunny tem­ 
perament. and the courage that belongs to innocence, 
is revealed so vividly in tbe earlier scenes that all ita 
beauty is kept in view by the spectator through the 
ensuing stormy episodes.

In tho play are two dogs who evince a good share 
of histrionic ability and cut no small figure in their 
parts. Since this company appeared last in this city 
It has been very much strengthened, and amon^ the 
artists now engaged are Miss Pauline Mark ham, on 
whom It is needless (o comment, her ability and repu­ 
tation beiiii$ of (ho be-t, and Rudolpti Murray, who 
has scored a success everywhere be has yet appeared.

Victor Leonzo plays the leading part of CarJ,& G*r- 
ni'in, and his portrayal of the part has met with ap­ 
proval in every city he ha* shuwrd. His dialect songs 
are very clever. '-Brother Auainst Brother" belongs 
to a class of plays of which little can be said, fave that 
it seem:* to fill a want in the estimation of the public. 
The ptople tafee kindly to the heavy villain, with his 
dark and menacing look and heavy stride. They fol­ 
low with an interest (hat is all-absorbing the ever- 
cbunging fortunes of the distressed heroine, ant) ap­ 
plaud to tbe echo when an interesting creature is torn 
from the grasp of the villain, who in the end meets 
with certain and positive punishment. The play has 
a plot In which an innocent man is thought to be a 
murderer, but is proven innocent.

"The Yeoman of the Guard; or, the Merrv Man and 
Bis Maid," Is the real title of the new Gilbert and 
Sullivan opera. The libretto Is serious in style, and is 
not In Gilbert's usual burlesque vein.

The new opera was produced at the Savoy Theatre, 
London, for the first time last Wednesday night The 
bouse was a tremendous one, such as the most Impor­ 
tant ftret night of the London year Is snre to call 
forth. Boxes and stal's blazed with shoulders bare but 
for diamonds and such things, and all the London men 
who make it their business to have their faces every­ 
where had them scattered through the house, beaming 
over tho regulation tie and collar.

The plot and action of the opera form one rural 
scene throughout. It is laid on Tower Green, tho once 
broad expanse whereon the Mint and other national 
buildings now eland, at the spot known as the TcWer 
Hamlets. The scene remains unchanged for two acts.

The dramatis pertenx are Sir Richard Cholmondeley, 
Lieutenant of the Tower (Mr. W. Brownlow); Colonel 
Fairfax, undersentence of deuth (Mr. Courtice Pounds); 
Setgeant STe-ryll, of the Yeomeu of the Guard (Mr.

The opera progressed slowly with the audience, the 
grim old Tower of London, which rose massive from 
the stage, having a rather subduing effect.

trance of Jack Point, which was played by George 
Groasmith and El.-,*, otherwise Geraldine Ulmar. 
Their duet was a great success. The hit of tbe act, 
however, and, Indeed, of tbe evening, was Jessie Bond 
ID Phcrbe'i sons, "Wvre I Thy Bride," during which 
 he steals the keys of the condemned man's cell from 
Wilfred. This ta simply bewitching, and a repetition 
waa loudly demanded

Outside of these numbers the geqnence scenes, 
though phasing, were not stimulating. The motive of 
the mueic Is continuously sad in all the characters, and 
the comedy linec, being philosophic rather than tunny, 
did not ligbteu tbe effect. The com-dy part of Jack 
Point was palpably written directly at George Gros- 
smith, who played it. Gilbert's usual satirical motive 
wasaleo absent, and at thu end of the first act the pre­ 
vailing impression In the lobby and sm< king room was 
that tbe second act would have to be very strong to 
make the opera a popular success. Sullivan's music. 
though both higher pitched and, more elaborate in its 
combinations than usual, was generally commended. 
It was agreed that the trouble lay with the book.

The second act went very much as the first had gone 
A quartet evoked the first start of applause, and the 
duet bftweec Wilfred acd Jack Point, where they 
falsely report the death of the escaprd prisiner, was 
very successful. Outside of these there were no num­ 
bers which seemed to be regarded as striking. At the 
close the company were called out, and Messrs Gilbert 
and Sullivan were called afterwards.

The verdict of the audience was not enthusiastic. 
The impression was that unless the piece can bo imde 
lees stihod and formal and more humorous, its popular 
success is greatly to be doubted. Whether the pioca 
will go in America witn the same success as it is cer­ 
tain to bare in England Is a question. It is very 
English, which, while malting it popular with a few, 
will hurt it with many. The music is no good, how­ 
ever, that it is bard to believe tbat it wilt not earn 
American forgiveness for such of the words aq are sug­ 
gestive of London Punch.

A gratifying feature of the presentation, however, to 
us this side of the herring poud is the success of that 
clever American girl, Geraldine Ulmar. She had all 
the bard musical work of the opera upon her shoul­ 
ders and her's was t>y far the beet performance and 
biggest succe.sd of tho night. M es Ulmar's voice has 
grt-atly improved since tlie days wheu young men at the 
Fifth Avenue Theatre used to sigh over her singing as 
Yum Yum and stirred up wild enthusiasm for tho music 
which Sullivan had written. Thosi> who have not 
heard the howling and yelling of London flrst-ni^ht- 
em can have no idea of the row kicked up by the pit 
and gallery In honor of Mi^s Ulniar's principal songs, 
an uuusuiil display of good humor toward an Ameri­ 
can, particularly as Miss Ulniar's ilress was as near 
that of tho American Goddess of Liberty as possible.

Sarah Bernhardt be^an her tour under the manage­ 
ment of Abbey, Scoot-flx-i & Grau in Antwerp, Monday 
nighr, producing "Fedora," and ht-r tin-band, Damala, 
appeared with her for the fiiet time since their recon­ 
ciliation, plttying Lorit.

To such an extent is this 
earned on at times thit it not only becomes a gre;it 
auuoyance to those who may wish to play undisturbed, 
that many patrons of a room leave it simply on this 
account, while tlie room-keeper fr«jin time totimeis 
obliged to perform one of the most disT^reeable of all 
duties th(*t of proMMting men from patronizing his 
establishment for niakins thievery noise in their en­ 
thusiasm at an inmKiDHry fine ahot, or if it turn out to 
be a mere'scratch,' the noise becomes half madden­ 
ing.
