Another Potter Failure The Klralfy's New 
Spectacle Herne'g Latest Play A Come­ 
dian's We tld ing The Romance of Two 
Lives A Memory of Raymond The Pro­ 
gramme for the Week Stage Facts and 
Fancies.
PHILADELPHIA, Saturday, Oct. 20.   The 

novelties of the week were Bolossy Kiralfy'a 
"Mathias Sandorf." at the Walnut; James A. 
and Knth«rine Herne in "Drifting Apart," at 
the Ar^h, and "Her Husband" at the Standard, 
wkh Florino Arnold in the stellar role. Mrs. J. 
B. Potter also essayed a new role Afi«« Hard- 
castle, in "She Stoops to Conquer," and added 
nothing whatever to her slender reputation. In 
fact the impersonation was quite on a level with 
all her other ridiculous attempts at acting, and 
emphasizes the fact that Mrs. Potter possesses of 
genius nothing, of talent little, and that she 
will never be anything but a very ordinary 
actress.

jFlorine Arnold had a successful week at the 
Standard Theatre. The medium through which
 he manages to reach the public heart, "Her 
Husband," is a rather poor play, and makes no 
heavy demand on the star's talent. Miss Ar­ 
nold has experience, grace, a pleasing personal 
presence, and a sympathetic method. These are 
advantages which enabled her to portray the 
heroine Marjory effectively, despite the feeble 
quality of the play. Louise Muldeneras Cecile, 
the adventuress, and Mr. \Vhitccar (is the hero, 
both did effective work. Miss Arnold certainly 
has a promising future as a star.

The spectacular drama called "Mathios San­ 
dorf," which was represented at the Walnut 
Btreet Theatre all of last week to crowded 
and enthusiastic audiences, ia even more of a
 peetacle and less of a drama than is usual with 
pieces of its class. The dramatic thread of the 
play keeps closely to M. Verne's story, and the 
actors play no very conspicuous parts in the pro­ 
duction. Mr. Col vi lie is a dignified and manly 
Count Sandorf, and the others keep proper pace 
with the necessary action of the play. The spec­ 
tacular effects, however, are striking and mng- 
nificent. Tho ballets, arranged by Bolossy Ki- 
ralfy and given under his direction, are large, 
Ingenious, original and picturesque, and the va­ 
rious specialties introduced are excellent.

In act first an "automaton dance," after the 
model of tho "Clodoche quadrille," is quite a 
feature. The automata in this instance repre­ 
sented Mrs. Langtry, Mile. Bernhardt, Dixey 
and Jrving  the latter being a remarkably 
clever imitation by Miss Ricca, one of the trio 
of Alien sisters. An ambitious ballet styled 
"America" closes this act.

The second act witnesses the introduction of 
tome clever specialties. The brothers Alexan- 
drow, musical clowns, do some humorous work 
and play with very decided skill on concertinas 
and some other instruments. M. Bellac does some ex­ 
ceedingly flkillful jutfgliiig, and hla assistant excites 
great admiration for ht r beauty nod grace. A etlrring 
entry of representatives of the armies of various Eu­ 
ropean couutm-8 iu porgeoufl uniforms followed, and 
a ballet dauced by eailora closes the act.

The last act discloses another ballet itlll more gor- 
£POQS that) the other, and served to introduce lilies. 
PariJ and Capelline, both well-known daneeuses. The 
dancing by the regular corps de ballet, which Includes 
a Dumber of very pretty girls, Is graceful and entirely 
meritorious throughout.

On the whole "Mathias Sandorf1 bas been well re- 
eelTed, and will be continued for another week at the 
Wilnut. ___

lish origin, from the pensof Douglass and Witling, the 
celebrated London authors, and clbsely resembles 
their former works in the realistic scenes introduced

The prologue begins the play with a, jftnfder and a 
rr-^i-y, and the subsequent airS'fs'tb clasp the iron 

-Mfr^'.-iU'-e ttUtlie g"J.'.:/ 'one. The story of the 
play is that of a good girl who Is duped by a villain 
for her fortune and is afterwards confined inn mad 
bonse and shamefully abu-ed. The plot is a thrilling 
one, and in its development one exciting situation fol­ 
lows so rai.idlynpon the. heels of another that it ia 
Impossible for the play to drag.

The scenic effects form a principal feature of the 
production. Among the see ties presented the follow­ 
ing are the most pi eminent:   Piccadilly, the celebrated 
London thorougbfore, illuminated, showing Hyde 
Park Corners, with Its magnificent club houses. In 
this scene is introduced a horse and cab and a rain
 term of real water, which deluges the entire eta^e. 
An interior of an English madhouse Is alto shown and 
many of the punishments and horrors the poor in- 
nates are subjected to are herein graphically described. 
But the grand balloon ascension is the mechanical 
tnccess of the leaaon. The scene is described thus:

The action occurs at the Crystal Palace, London, 
Which is faithfully reproduced. The mammoth air 
|hip is already inflated and is swaying majeatcally In 
the air. Tbe assembled multitude are anxiously await­ 
ing the appearance of the aeronaut, when suddenly 
through the crowd rushes the persecuted heroine, who 
b being followed by the mad-house keepers, from 
whence she has just succeeded In esraj'iug. She is 
about to give up in despair. A weak woman is no 
match fora couple of strong men. She lo»ks to right 
and l»ft and sees no hope. Tho balloon   she sees that, 
and quickly jumping into the basket she seizes the
 sronaut's aif, cuts the ropes and ascends Iu time to 
escape her pursuers. Tho balloon rises aud is toon 
om of eigbt. Tlie acene transforms Into an open sea, 
the balloon ia Been slowly sinking to the water. A
 hip in the distance, seeing the balloon, signali by a 
gunshot, and lowers a beat which sails directly for and 
readies the poor occupant in time to t-ave her amidst 
tumultuous applause. Truly a sensational scene.

Following this piece at the National will come the 
wonderful Chas. L. Davis, "Alvin Joslin," who will 
present his new play, "Ono of Ihe Old Stock." The 
piece baa been produced recently and made a groat hit.

Gidd was his voice, that all man laughed to hear, 
While few surmised the pnn;r, the secret tear; 
Yetdid that thiiil of pathos flush tho grace 
Of playful humor on hia spf aking face, 
Inform his fancy and inspire his art, 
To cheer the fen see and to touch i he heart. 
Jocund aud droll, incessant, buoyant, quaint, 
His vigor flrod the forms his skiil could paint, 
Till, overanxious lest effects were tame, 
He left liio picture toa<!orn its frame, 
A mind more serious never did engage, 
Through simulated mirth, the comic stage, 
Nor ever did ambition's force control 
A sturdier wtll or more aspiring soul. 
If haply, much constrained, his purpose bowed 
To woo the fmicy of the fickle crowd, 
Yet did hisju-lgmoot spurn tho poor renown 
Of shallow jester and of iririnl clown. 
A true comedian this, by fate designed 
To picture manners and to cheer mankind. 
So Raymond lived and naught remains to tell, 
Save that too soon the final curtain fell. 
Peace to his dust, where love and humor weep 
In endless^sorrow o'er thoir comrade's sleep.

Few living persons are aware that the comedian who 
but lately was among us, the famous William Warren, 
the merriest of ihe merry, carried "a life-long hunger 
In bis heart." "In his early manhood," eats tne T)i'- 
troit Free Pj-esat "William Wanv-n and Adelaide Phil- 
Hpa «ere lovers. Tu.- latter had a father ot the Old 
Eccles type. When marriage was proposed to her she 
made, in effect, thin answer: 'I love you, and because I 
love you I will not now marry you. This old man, my 
father. Is helpless a sore trial, In truth and ho mast 
look to me while he lives. I would not purchase my 
own happiness by adding to your burden. Let us 
wait, and if the good years to come bring fniition of 
dur hope, we will live for each other then. Meanwhile 
1 shall not cease to love you, nor will I marry any 
other man, let the end be what It may.*

"Th*» lovers went their ways. Father Phillips, though 
he abated not a jot of his devotion to gin, lived on and 
on. The young Adelaide grew to old womanhood, aud 
the great comedian went on the list of honored veterans 
of whom the world are accu-tomed to speak with the 
bated breath of respect for years. Still their love sur­ 
vived, aud when at last, their wearv wailing ended, 
they once more took np the old question, both found 
t!iat tho opportunity wag come too late. They had 
grown old in singleness; had formed Ineradicable 
habitfe; neither had many years 1< neer to remain nnd 
 well, they would live our, their lives in the way they 
had followed for a generation, and trust to the eternal 
future to bring them realization of their early dream.

"Adelaide Phillips went first,'the strong base and 
building of her lovo' unshaken to the last. And now 
the other, who, like Philip Ray, had waited til hts 
life, has found out the sublime meaning there is In 
the august experience of a change of worlds. To both 
of them these Ua»s of Bvron were fittingly inscribed: 
"'Oh, Level what Is it in'this world of ourt

Which makes it fatal to be lov'd?
Oli, why 

With cypress branches hast tbou wreathed thy bowers
And made thy bt,st Interpreter a sigh?*"

Robson and Crane, who will end their partnership 
as joint stars with au engagement at tho Broadway 
Theatre In New York at the close of the season, are 
both engaged In booking individnal routes for next 
season. Mr. Robsou, who, it wa.i thought, would re­ 
tire from the stage, Intends doing nothing of the kind. 
He ha< succeeded In purchasing of Bnmson Howard 
the exclusive light to present the successful comedy, 
"The Henrietta,' 1 tho great success of last season, aud 
which the two comedians will continue to play this 
season, paying the author, it Is reported, 625,000. He 
will also have a new play to produce during bis career 
as a lone star. Mr. ','rane will have a new play by 
David D. Lloyd. He will be under the management of 
Joseph R rook s, an already announced, tut the reports 
to the effect that Mr. Brooks will aluo manage the tour 
of Mr. RoUouure without foundation*

After months of careful preparation and more than 
the usual mystification that foreruns a Gilbert and 
Sullivan operu, "The Yeoman of the Guard" was pro­ 
duced at the Casino, In New York, last Wednesday 
evening, and an audience as big as the house could 
possibly hold went away disappointed. The opera 
may enjoy a respectable ma by reason of tbe fame of 
iU authors and the prestige of the house, and a good 
many will patronize it for the take of some excellent 
music that has crept int* the score, but nobody wiil 
enjoy the libretto or bear it recited with any more 
pleasant ft cling than fatigue. This Is a surprising aud 
unhappy thing to tay of Gilbert's work, hut it is the 
fact that this delightful writer of satire has produced 
a dull play. There are occasional glimpses of fun that 
 how that, had Gilbert been content to stick to hli 
former style, wherein Intense seriousness barbed the 
keenest humor, he might have been as successful In 
"The Yeoman" as in his former works. It looks ad if he 
had bien carried away by ambition to do something 
really drania r ic. Whatever tbe reason, h« has dt-slt 
witU events thut have no Interest to-day, except as

they are romantically told, and the romance of "The 
Yeoman" Las been spoiled by an Injudicious mixture 
of antique comedy.

Gilbert has expended his satire upon the functions 
of a c-jurt jester, a personage with wh< m Shakespeare 
has nmde us amply familiar, and who passed out of ex­ 
ist en se too long a0'0 for anybody now alive to remem­ 
ber. The wit is there, though some of the sot jest*ar# 
wofully old, but it does not a| peal to to-day. The play 
moves slowly, therefore, and when there ia one of those 
absurd transitions from one situation to another, which 
are so common In light Optra, there is not any of the 
admitted whimsicalnesd that ordinarily excuses it

Hue'rally, the opera Is reasonably strong. Sullivan's 
cleverness in part-song writing Is shown in several 
quartets, choruses and concerted numbers for the solo­ 
ists; and his orchestration is more ambitious and on 
the whole more pleasinz than lhat of any of his operas 
except "lofenthe." While all the skill of Sullivan is 
manlfnsted, it does seem as if there were le->8 inspira­ 
tion In the melodies, though it will not be fair to say 
that echoes of 1m former work are constantly heard. 
There Is enough of thnroairhty atfractive muiic to 
make the opera worth a hearing, and some of the lines 
will certainly be wlristlod \vithia two weeKs,

There were some defects in tho performance that 
could not be charged t> the troubles of a first night, 
but they will doubtless be remedied by cbang'S in tbe 
cast. Mr. Ryl^y htruggled bravely with th« jester's 
part, and Fred Solomon was exceedingly funny when­ 
ever tho situation cave him opportunity. The Indies 
in the cast, MiRs*a Rlccl, Gfrrish, Urquhart and Glo­ 
ver, were eminently successful. Recalls were numer­ 
ous, but not hearty, and some of them were plainly 
forced by injudicious friends of the authors or the per­ 
formers, or both.

Manager Augnstus Pltou has just closed a contract 
by which W. J. Sctulan will make a twelve weeks' 
tour of England, Ireland and Scotland. On AJ.TJ! 6 
Mr. Scanlau will jlose his present season at the Globe 
Theatre In Boston and nail on the following Tuesday 
for Liverpool, where he begins an engag- meut of two 
weeks at the Alexandra Theatre, appearing in "Shane 
na Lawn" and "The Irish Minstrel." From there the 
young comedian will go to Dnblin, Cork, Glasgow, 
Edinburgh, Newcastle, Leeds, ShvfHeld, Birmincham 
ai d Manchester, closing in the latter city July 13 and 
returning t-» this country in time to open his regular 
season in September. Mr. Scnnlan will take an en­ 
tirely American company, and American printing will 
be used for advertising purposes, Manager Pitou has 
two offers from London theatres for the summer sea­ 
son. The yonng comedian will, however, appear in 
that city Inter on for an extended engagement. Mr. 
Charles Gmv.'s, Mr. Pitnu'a London agent, assisted In 
arranging ihe route. M«nager Pitou will go to Enc- 
land In March to prepare the way for the coming of 
Mr. Scanlan.

ATHLETIC.
NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIPS.

The Thirteenth Annual Meeting of the 
National Association of Amateur Athletes.
About 1,500 people assembled at the Manhat­ 

tan Grounds, New York, Oct. 13, to witness the 
thirteenth annual meeting of the National Asso­ 
ciation of Amateur Athletes of America. The 
weather was fine, but the cinder path was heavy 
and in poor condition. The track was heavy 
from the storm of the preceding day, and the 
final of the 100-yard dash was run in a pelting 
rain, but Champion Fred Westing proved equal 
to the record 10 seconds. The 220-yard hurdle 
race was run in a fifth of a second less than 
record time, and Conneff came within 11 seconds, 
on a track at least 20 seconds slow, of the Amer­ 
ican five-mile record. The record-breaking of 
the day was done in the 56-pound weight-put­ 
ting contest, when Dr. Daley and J. S. Mitchell, 
of the Irish team, beat Queckberner's throw of 
of 26ft. Sfin. The following are the results:

One hundred yard run Won by F. Westing, Man­ 
hattan Athletic Club, In 10 2-Ss.

One-mile walk Won by E. D. Lunge, Manhattan, 
In 6m. 53 4-5s.

One-mile ruo Won by T. P. Conneff, Manhattan, 
in 4m. 32 3-5s.

BFORTS AT HARVARD.

The Same to he Regulated Controversies 
Settled by Mutual Concessions.

The athletic controversy at Harvard College 
has been settled by mutual concessions from the 
Fellows and Overseers. Before the close of the 
last term a conference committee was appointed 
on tho disagreements between the president and 
the Fellows and the Overseers, and the plan 
agreed upon was presented by President Eliot 
to the board of Overseers Oct. 17, by whom it 
was adopted. It is as follows:

"A committee for tbe regulation of athletic sports 
shall hereafter be anuually appointed and chosen as 
follows: Three members of the college faculty and 
three graduates of the college these six to be ap­ 
pointed by the corporation with the consent of the 
Overseers aud also three undergraduates to he 
ohonen during the first week of the college year by the 
majority vota of the following etudeots: The 
presidents of the senior, junior and sophomore classe», 
aud a representative each of the boat club, cricket 
club, and the athletic, hase tall, foot ball, lacrosse and 
tennU associations, who shall be called together for 
the purpose of making this choice by tho president of 
the University. This committee shall have entire su­ 
pervision and coutrol of all athletic exercises within 
and without the precincts of the University, tuhject to 
tie authority of tbe faculty of the college as denned 
by the statutes."

It was also voted that the faculty and com­ 
mittee he informed that the corporation and 
board of overseers are of opinion that further re- 
itriotiona should be placed upon intercollegiate 
contest* in regard to the places where, and the 
days when, they shall be played and the teams 
that thall take part therein.
