l{in., beating the world's record by lOJin. He 
threw the same weight with a run, one turn and 
ft follow, 36ft. 6in., which overtopped the best 
record by 1ft. 6in., Mitchell himself baring 
thrown the weight 35ft. at Limerick, Ireland, last 
Auguit. Mitchell also threw the 16-ponnd hammer 
fr«m a 7ft. circle, one turn, 125ft. Sin. William Real, 
also of tbe Gaelic Association, put the 28-pound 
weight 36ft. 8%in., and put the 56-pound weight 23ft. 
4in. While MitcbeU'a 56-pound weight throwing 
ranks as the best on record, his standing throw of 27ft. 
19£in. does not eqnal W. L. Condon's ihrow of 27ft. 
tin., made from a 7ft. circle, without follow, at Detroit
 n Sept. 19, 1S88.

THE TRIGGER.
PIGEON SHOOTING ILLEGAL,.

A Judicial Decision of the Test Case of the 
Kiverton Gun Club.

After numerous postponements a decision was 
reached on Thursday last at Burlington, N. J., in 
the suit of the New Jersey Society for Prevention 
of Cruelty to Animals ngainst the Riverton Gun 
Club for cruelty for shooting live pigeons at a 
match a few weeks since. The olub was fined 
according to the statute. Owing to the promi­ 
nence of the members of the club, numbering 
many well-known Philadelphia marksmen, and 
the fact of its being the first case of the kind 
ever tried in the State, much interest was cen­ 
tered in the remit- The hearing was made be- 
fore-Justice Naylor. Allan H. (rangewer, of 
Burlington, represented the society and Samuel 
H. Grey, of Camden, was counsel for the gun 
olub.

The defense admitted shooting the pigeons, bnt 
dented the charge of cruelty and therefore 
claimed they had not violated the statute pro­ 
vided for such cases. Justice Naylor, in render­ 
ing his decision, said the question in this case 
was, however, not as to whether any cruelty was 
practiced.

Said he: "The charge was that the pigeons, 
shot at the match, were needlessly mutilated 
and killed. If they had been killed for the 
purpose of using them for food it would not 
have been a needless killing, but to my mind 
the killing of the pigeons for mere sport is need­ 
less killing of them, under the statute. A 
shooting match is usually arranged for the 
amusement of those participating, and while it 
is not necessary to go further into this view of 
the case, it seems to me that the statute is per­ 
fectly clear."

The justice then quoted the statute and then 
concludes: "I am, therefore, of the opinion that 
the defendants have violated tho thirteenth sec­ 
tion of the act and the supplement thereto as 
charged; and I do adjudge that the defendants 
shall pay the sum of $50

Tho gun club will carry the case to the Court 
of Error and Appeals.

PIGEONS.
THE INTEREST FOR THK PRESENT.

Races for Autumn-Hatched Birds A New 
Idea Received With Favor Plau for a 
Grand Sweepstakes.
Pigeon flyers whose birds were not engaged 

In the autumn journeys find themselves with 
large flights to engage in the old bird flying of 
next year, and many are already discussing the 
ways and means for losing them. Some will en­ 
gage a part for record with the old birds to test 
the breeders, and will reserve the rest for local 
competition from short distance, Providence 
fashion. Others will fly only for the open-to-all 
prizes and for record.

But the interest now centres in the series of 
races for new records arranged for the long 
summer days limited to fall and winter-hatched 
birda. The eotrj for this promises to bo very large, aa 
many birds already banded are reported in excellent 
health and condition, and many more are to be 
banded in NoTember and December.

A new idea by whom origiua'ed we do not knew  
la receiving favor. This Is to mate early in November 
the birds wbich have boeu separated 8 nee the bret-ding 
season cloaei in the summer, then to brtak thtm up 
the first of tlie year or after two pairs are raited, and 
keep them apart nntil the first of March. Breeding in 
Belgian lofts for the next eeasuti's young tird races 
begins in December, or even earlier. Marking begius 
usually on Christmas Day, but no me times earlier, and 
the bird "must squeal wleu s'amped." The races with 
these birds be;:in late in June and through July, when 
the diys are longest and atmospheric conditions most 
to be relied upon.

Autumn-hatched birds have hitherto had to contend 
as ancients In the epriiig and sumfher races, and by 
doing distance with the lost have showu their excel­ 
lence. These iiutymu-hatched birda can by reason of the 
peculiarity of their moult be flown later in the aum- 
oicr than CUD those hatched in the natural season. 
With this in their favor, and with length of day and 
tSie generally favorable we:ither of midsummer for 
fljiug, thn new aeries of records should show well fur 
the capabilities of American youu cetera.

With the gunning s  OHOU opening just at the time 
when, birds of fie spring hatch are to be started upon 
the road, autumu flying will DO doubt be discon­ 
tinued, and the jnuroeya of the year for distance, 
record aud o[*n prizes, become limited to old birds iu 
the spring and the ful. hatch in the summer.

A suggestion made by an English fancier, Mr. W. 
D. Jeffers -n, to the Stock-keeper, might be adapted to 
the fuiniiKT seric-s whh fall-ha'ched birds. H« says:

I think the time has ariivod amongst homing fan­ 
ciers to Icok forward tu something big in the way of 
a large swts p*take.

J i»ropo8? tliis for various reasons:
First and foivmost, to improve the bree-1 of homers. 

I consider that u preat many homing lyon are doing 
the fancy harm. As soon as they get a good bird it is 
kept at home, bred from, and the y*,ung advertised for 
sale. These young are bought, kept prisoners, and 
bred from (they may or may not have a correct ped­ 
igree), sold ngrain, and pa*-s on. Thus the birds dete­ 
riorate, and the homing faculty is retarded, through 
want of development. Birds that may be breeding to 
the weak side are bred from, and will be doing great 
mischief to a loft. Another reason is, that lofts get too 
crowded, are sold, and uncertain birda get into other 
hands, to the detriment of th-j faucy.

My proposition is this: That a special ring be made, 
numbered from one upwards, to be sold at one shilling 
each. Youug birds of 18S9 to be rung with them. On 
July 1 an entry to be made of 2s. 6d. each bird. On 
Oct. 1 a further entry of one shilliug each to he made 
for th(we remaining. This would be after the young 
Lird races and the worthless one* would have been 
weeded out. Ou May 1,1890, entry of one shilling 
each bird. This would be before the birds are put into 
trailing again.

The nrst week In July I would have the race from 
Cherbourg, entries closing about teu d:iys before; en­ 
trance fee, 2.-*. Gd. each bird. When each entry was 
made the number wouM be quoted, and no bird would 
be allowed to remain in that had not had all eutries 
paid.

The prizes, which may astonish, say 1,000, aro rung 
for first entry; 500, second entry; 300 third, 60 flown.

The prize HHI could consist of ten prizes, viz.: First, 
£50; second, £30; third, £20; fourth, £15; fifth, £10, 
sixth, £7; eighth, £5; ninth, £4; tenth, £3.

The surplus tobe diviJed amon^ss all birds homing 
In three days (suppose half of thoae flown would 
home). This wo-ild kave about £2 for each, not a bad 
return fcr the amount in entries the bird had cost 
(84.), and a chance at all the prizes. The cost of ad­ 
vertising, nogs, telegrams, judges, and conductors' ex­ 
penses, I piit at £40. I think a race of this kind ought 
to stimulate the fancy, and if all would give it ' 
support it could not fail to be a success.

, . .... .. ..... cessary, eo# for £50. I would
gladly give £10 towards it, the amount V> be placed on 
deposit bearing interest, five per cent, to be deducted 
each year from total receipts to pay offtho guarantee 
tund. Should the races collapse all money Io hand orac- 
cumulHted nionev, to l-e flown for by ringed birds. I con- 
Biderthat all birds that had flown would be increased iu 
value. They would h:ive the uumbered ring, which 
wculd always be a guarant-e, and fanciers could then 
safely add to their stock. A great many fanciers I 
have met are very ch;iry as to nheie and Itow they 
obtain new blood. Looking to the future, a sale of 
ringed ultda would be worth going to, instead of as 
DOW large surplus stocks of blrdd, which have to be
taken on trust,.

Now, 
when the rime arrived fur the second deposit, 
Mr. alakin suddenly discovers that his conscientious 
ecruples will not allow him to fly on Snnday, and thia 
coming from a man who has flown more matches on 
that day than I ever saw pigeon races In iny life. 
When, in reply, Mr, MM ore said: "If you do not stand 
up to your agreement you forfeit, but I do not a«k it." 
Mr. Moore then said Saturday previous will answer, if 
agreeiible. "No," says Makin, '*Monday following I 
want." Moore then^ked him to toas whether it be 
Saturday or Monday. Makin utterly refused to do co  
Monday or never. Mr. Moore then consented to the 
fly to come ou the Monday. I again ask, could he do 
auyth-ng more fair? In my last letter in THE SPORT-

NOISE StTBDUER.
"JOHN CBEAHAN has iuveuted an improvement in 

billiard cues tor preventing noise. Nearly all billiard 
players, and certainly nil r< oni-keepers, are aware of 
tbe intolerable noise that very many billiard and nearly 
every pool player makes from tim<> to time while en­ 
gaged In a friendly contest. To such an extent is this 
carried on at times th*t it not only becomes a gre;it 
annoyance to thjfo who may wish to play undisturbed, 
that many patrons of a room leave it simply nn this 
account, while the room-keeper from time to thneia 
obliged to perform one of the most disagreeable of all 
duties that of prohibiting men from patronizing his 
establishment fur making this very noise in their en- 
thusittstn at an imaginary fine shot, or if It turn out to 
be a mere'scratch,' the noiae becomes half madden­ 
ing. Heretofore tbe only remedy lor such business 
was for the room-keeper to do exactly what we lave 
stated. In all well-regulated establishments the, noite 
is, of course, prevented as much a* po-s ble, but never 
to such an extent aa it should be, simply bejause it ia 
an utter impossibility to entirely prt-veot it. There 
are some ro< ma, it is true, where players can make 
all the noise they chooae, without rect-iviug any ad­ 
monition or warning from the owner. It is not long, 
however, until the players find out that the only one 
listening to them is the proprietor, ftnd when they once 
make this discovery, the proprietor soon learns that 
even those who drove all his customers away by 
their eccentricity and liit'e variations in the shape of 
noise, no longer frequent hi« place of business, or rather 
his place without any business, for they prefer to be 
ru'ed in a room where there there is plenty of life and 
buiineed to ruling in one where (here is neither one 
nor the other. Billiard rooms are like any other bud- 
ness establishment, they must be managed on a busi­ 
ness basU. The moment this is forgotten and the 
owner or manager becomes a sort of a'go-ns-you- 
please1 creature, without enough life or aniui ttlou to 
try and make business, the sooner bis room is 
the more money will bejp^h^ j) yHiJjf''fr [JO^ket. The 
ioiproenjetit JJitfrffiTr^rred to is very simple. It ia 

lubber and is fastened to the butt end of the 
cue by means of a pcrew and cement, making the end 
of the cue with the 'Noi-e Subduer' on, very much 
more solid than the p int of the cue where the leather 
is, or, if not more solid, the improvement cannot, like 
the tip, be knocked off."
