The First Supplementary Championship 
Meeting of the Amateur Union.

The first supplementary indoor championship 
meeting of the Amateur Athletic Union was held 
in Madison Square Garden, New York, on the 
night of Nov. 21. About seven thousand ftdmia- 
l|pn tickets were sold and there were present 
as spectators League directors an 1 some mem­ 
bers of the New York Base Ball Club; the mem­ 
bers of the Schuylkill Navy, of Philadelphia, 
Otto Ruh!, the secretary of tho New York Ath­ 
letic Club: Herman Oelrichs, Joseph J. O'Dono- 
hue, Mayor-elect Grant and Krastus Wiman. 
Among the college and regiment clubs which 
competed were: New York, Chicago, Columbia 
of Washington; Detroit, Pastime, Staten Island, 
Olympic, Orange, American, Schuylkill Navy 
Berkeley and New Jersey athletic clubs, the 
Seventh, Twelfth and Twenty-second regiments 
of ?few York City; the Twenty-third, of Brook­ 
lyn; Columbia, Princeton, Williams, Harvard 
and Yale colleges and the Manhattan Club. 
In putting the 24tb shot, Geo. R. Gray, New 
York Athletic Club, covered the distance of 32ft. 
6Jin. in the competition, beating the world's 
record of 27ft. llin., which had stood for twelve 
years. Then in an exhibition put, immediately 
following, ho reached the remarkable distance o: 
83ft. 9iin., the announcement of which was re­ 
ceived with tremendous applause. Then M. 0. 
Bu'livnn, of the Pastime Athletic Club, threw 
the 56th weight into the air 13ft. lljin., which 
beat hi? own throw of 13ft. 9in., made Oct. 2, 
1S86, which stood for the record. In the stand­ 
ing high jump, S. Crook, of the Manhattan Ath­ 
letic Club, succeeded in reaching 4ft. lliin. 
beating tho English record by Ijin., though ii 
is IJin. less than the American mark.

MORE RECORD BREAKING.

Queckberr.er, the New York Giant, Alters 
More Hammer-Throwing Figures.

NEW YORK, Nov. 18. Another effort to break 
the several amateur records for heavy hammer 
throwing waa made yesterday afternoon by C. 
A. J. Queckberner, of the Staten Island Athletic 
Club, ou the grounds of the organization, at 
West New Brighten, S. I. He essayed the feat 
in six events, in each of which he made six trial 
throws from a circle. In two eventa he eclipsed 
the records by which, on Wednesday afternoon, 
be surpassed all previous records. In a third 
instance he excelled a record held by himself, 
which he failed to break Wednesday afternoon. 
In another case he established a record, and in 
the remaining events he failed, a broken handle 
contributing to his defeat in one, the record for 
which he, however, holds. As in his previous 
attempt, he was considerably handicapped by 
the insecure footing which the spongy turf 
afforded. Messrs. R. K. Pitchard. Frederick 
W. Janisen, Edward W. Gould, Jr., and Edward 
flicks pfficially judged his work.

The Mattcrson crowd has him in hand, 
and in my opinion you can tell your American 
friends that Kemp will never go over to row 
Teeraer, but probably Searle will, and if he does 
Teemer must take a back seat. We have an­ 
other new champion who will lick the world 
before another year passes. Hi^ name is Jim 
Stansbury, and he is from Shoalhaven. He is 
21 years of a^e. about six feet high and as strong 
as a lion. Searle beat him in exceptionally fust 
time, but Slanabury was raw with the sculls, 
and there w;U an absence of finish in his rowing. 
Ho is coming on now, though, and will astonish 
the world when he picks up good form."

THE CHAMPIONSHIP.

Harvard Beaten by Princeton A Victory 
for Yale.

Harvard and Prinoeton met at Princeton 
Nov. 17, and the latter won by 18 to 6. A great 
crowd waa present. Friends of Harvard were 
confident of victory, while those of Princeton 
were hopeful. That Harvard should not score 
until the last three minutes of the game, even 
the wildest Princeton enthusiast would not have 
predicted. This, however, proved the fact. The 
game was interesting and exciting throughout. 
But Harvard could not score. At last Harvard 
made a supreme effort to escape absolute defeat.
