O'CONNOR'S NEW MOVE.

He Will Bow Searle Anywhere But in 
Australia.

America's champion sculler, O'Connor, and 
hii backer, Mr. Rogers, of Toronto, have evi­ 
dently abandoned the proposed trip to Australia, 
judging from the following challenge, just issued:

ToaoNTO, Dec. 17. I hereby challenge Searle, of 
Australia, to row a three-mile race in best aod-bcst 
boats for the championship of the world and  1,<>00 a 
 ide, tbe race to take place in neutral waters, to be 
mutually agreed upon, tbe Thames, London, England, 
or San Francisco, Cal., preferred. Upon bearing of 
his acceptance I will immediately forward a deposit to 
eitht-r place he should name. WM. 0'Conxoa.

The above challenge has created consider­ 
able surprise in the aquatio world, as it 
has been generally understood that it was 
O'Connoi's intention to visit Australia next 
spring to get on a race with Searle 
and other scullers in that country. In 
fact it has been giyen out frequently that the 
champion had arranged to leave on March 1st 
for the Antipodes. However, if these were his 
plans, they have been changed, and the pro­ 
jected visit to Australia finally abandoned. O'Coniior's 
proposition U a fair one, although dearie will not be 
harshlv criticised for retusing to accept, luaamuch as 
chHinpion of the world be has the unquestionable 
right of forcing a challenger for bis title to row ia 
Australia. Remembering, however, that the title 
which he now holds wa^ won by a countryman from 
IIttiiInu in Australian waters, Scarlo may, partly from 
this fact, not Bllck for the proprieties, and, further, 
actu.iUd |>y a desire to get on a nice which, if he wins, 
would prove highly remunerative, coueeiit to meet 
O'Connor either in America or England. The Ameri­ 
can champion says he is not afraid of Searle, but of the 
ciimate, and this is bis reason in a nutshell for not 
going to Australia.

Beach appealed to the referee and 
claimed a foul. Tbe referee failed to allow the same, 
and disqualify Searle and Matterson, whereupon 
3each refused to row tbe final heat and the conse­ 

quence was tbat the champion won with ease. Mat- 
erson wa* a former trainer of Searle. The latter was 
ramed for tha regatta by George Fearn, the English 

swimmer, and was in tbe pink of condition. Harry Starle 
a very smart athlete, scaling 160 pounds in condition, 

le is only 22 years of age and is a native of the Clar­ 
ence district. S?arle has now sufficiently demonstrated 
hat he i« head and shoulders above all Australian 

laremeu, with the probable exception of B^ach, and 
le waits with the greatest confidence the arrival of 
he American champion, O'Connor or Jobii Teemev.11
