MENT SUCCESSFUL

Some Good Shooting at Live Birds— 
J. Fergusoo, of Winnipig, Wins the 
Live Bird Championship ol Canada 
—Details ol the Events.

The Hamilton Gun Club held their annual 
tournament at targets and live birds at 
Hamilton, Can., on Jan. 12, 13, 14 and 15. 

It was open to Canadians only and was 
one of the most successful tournaments held 
in many years, nearly 50 contestants com 
peting in the different events. The weather 
was extremely cold which had a tendency 
to deaden the flying ability of several of 
the birds.

There was a large attendance of the besj: 
shots of Canada and some fine scores wer/e 
made. The prizes aggregated $1000 in value. 
There were five gold medals for the best 
team and one for the live bird score in the 
big event. The 25 live-bird was not fin 
ished on the first day owing to the large 
number of entries and was carried over to 
the second day.

Four events at targets were finished on 
the first day. and C. Hunt, of Hamilton. 
drew the best prize, by breaking 20 
straight alone in the third event, and got 
$20 for his skill.

A Gnn Powder Engine.
Modern high explosives are again bringing the 

principle of the old gunpowder engine Into prom 
inence. Colonel Barker, Superintendent of the 
British Royal Small Anns Factory, recently 
speaking of the subject, stated that, while one 
pound of gunpowder was capable of developing 
over 170,000-foot pounds of energy, the new 
smokeless powders were capable of still more, 
and, at the same time, left no solid residue,' 
as ordinary gunpowder did on combustion. The 
latter, too, developed in combustion only about 
280 volumes of permanent gases, while the new 
powders, it is said, gave off nearly 1000 volumes. 
With this encouragement it is not at all un 
likely that the gunpowder engine inventor will 
set to work with renewed enthusiasm.

The annual meeting of the Philadelphia 
Rifle Club, which was held Jan. 4. at New 
Schuetzen Park, Old York road, near Oluey 
station, brought together a goodly number 
of members. Henry H causer presided and 
Mr. Kggeling acted as secretary. The re 
port of the president commanded the at 
tention of those present, and, although it 
was a lengthy document, covering the ca 
reer of the organization for the past three 
years it was listened to attentively, and 
at its close was warmly applauded.

Few of those present had any conception 
of the vicissitudes through which the club 
has passed, ;uid when it was learned that 
nearly $15,000 were now on the right side of 
the ledger the Board of Officers was warm 
ly congratulated. The president's report re 
viewed closely the good work achieved by 
the club and gave the members an insight 
into its interior workings.

Since the club acquired its valuable Old 
York road property three years ago $45,900 
has been expended on new buildings and 
general improvements, while during the 
same period the receipts from all sources 
have only footed up $31,500. By a sort of 
necromancy in. financiering1 the Auditing

Committee was able to show at last night's 
meeting that the total assets of the organi 
zation were $79,400, while the outstanding 
liabilities were but $64.510, including the 
bonded and floating debt.
