The 
team returned from their trip last Saturday with 
the excellent . record of 12 games won and four 
lost. This eclipses any record that has been 
made in many years by a team away from home.

THE TOKONTOS
are now our guests at Star Park, opening a 
series of four games, commencing Saturday last. 
To the present writing Toronto hus lost two of 
the four, and many there are who are satisfied to 
wager that Arthur Invin s men will not win one 
game. The home team is certainly trotting very 
fast, and every member is loaded down with confi 
dence. The pitchers are every one of them in 
prime condition and ready and willing to battle 
for their lives in the closing series of games. 

A BIX} ADVANTAGE.
The fact that the home team remains at Star 

Park for the balance of the season is certainly a 
source of satisfaction to the followers of the 
game. Every team in the circuit will play three 
games each here before the wind-up. The Toron- 
tos are drawing immense crowds here, and it is 
expected that to-day©s attendance will smash all 
records for Syracuse.

 The Championship Contests  
L/arge Crowds Attend the Games  
Tips on the Local Stars.
San Francisco, Aug. 26. Editor "Sporting 

Life:" Base ball is booming in this city, and 
in fact, throughout the State, and the crunks 
are now tr.joying some old-time base bull, full 
of brilliant piny. The clubs are very evenly 
matched, and in most cages it would be a wise 
prophet who could foretell the winner of the 
different games that have been contested on the 
Central Park diamond of late.

THE. DECIDING SERIES
of the championship contests begins here the first 
Sunday in September, and from that date some 
rattling good battles will be fought by the re 
maining teams. Next Sunday is the last of the 
semi-tinals, and several clubs will be obliged 
to drop out of the tight. Those remaining after 
Sunday next will be eligible for the finals, which 
series will be unusually interesting, as a sched 
ule is to be prepared by the committee, and all 
chits will finish the season regardless of the 
number of games won or lost, therefore a club 
losing three games was dropped from the race. 
In my opinion the following clubs will be in 
the finals, viz.: Keliance, Bnslinell, Alerts, Los 
Angeles, California, Markets, "Weesemans, Gilt 
Edge, Santa Cruz, 8. F. Athletic Club and 
Bakersfield. Reliance has an unbroken record of 
victories in the preliminaries and semi-finale, 
and will be a strong factor in the race, but I 
would not dare 1o pick the winner just now, as 
all the managers will strengthen their teams at 
the conclusion of the preseut series. From f>000 
to 10,000 people fiock to the Central Park 
grounds, while an average of 3000 witness the 
games at the other parks. 

© A© BENEFIT 
will be tendered the widow of the late William 
Elmer Rockwell at the Presidio Park. A large 
number of tickets have been sold and the com 
mittee in charge are satisfied that there will 
be a large attendance, as Mr. Rockwell was one 
of the most popular base ball mec in the country 
and had hosts of friends in this city.

It is expected that the propsed trip of the Bal 
timore-All American combination to this coast 
will be a financial success to the promoters, but 
it is not certain where they will be able to play 
their games In this city. Central Park will be 
monopolized by the tournament games, so will 
not be available. New: grounds are spoken of 
at the corner of Harris avenue and Eighth streets, 
which would be centrally located. The fans all 
believe that the Orioles and picl-ed aggregation 
will have to hustle to keep up with the pace 
set by the State teams. The locals are surely 
playing good ball.

SOME OF OUR STAK8.
The leaders in the different positions up to date 

are Maugerina, catcher; Balsz, pitcher; Hen- 
iiessey, first base; Arrellanes, second base; King, 
third base; McCarthy, shortstop; Burge outfielder. 
While the above players have the best of the 
records and are hard working, earnest players 
there are many others well up in the game and 
worthy of especial mention.

Williams, the snappy little short stop of Santa 
Cruz, and Gumerou, the speedy second basenian 
of the Athletic Club, are wonders in their line, 
trying for everything. Hughes and Doyle are 
two fine twirlers and stickers of the first water. 
In Ed Daubenbiss the Santa Cruz have a south 
paw rivaling Phil Knell, who, by the way, 
is doing good work himself.

Wilson, Peters and Chance are the three other 
catchers who form the leading quartet of back 
stops in the tournament, while "Tom" Maguire 
and "Farmer Bill" Devereaux are pillars of 
strength on Uie initial bag.

MANAGER GEO. CASSIDY. 
of Benieia, has one of the strongest independent 
teams in the State, having corraled some ex 
cellent players to strengthen his team. Benieia 
is a small city to support a professional ball 
nine, but it does it splendidly. "Cass" has se 
cured Noyes, the best. eatcher the State has hud 
of late, and who. by the way. refused several 
good Eastern offers " for his present berth, al 
though he will probably go to St. Joe or Peoria 
next spring. Peddioord. his twirler, was the 
mainstay of the Regulars. Tins season his best 
record being when., he pitched twenty-five con 
secutive innings, allowing his opponents but 
three hits and no runs. In five straight games 
but thirteen hits were made off his delivery. 
He lias a combination of curves and lots of 
speed, besides a most tantalizing slow ball. 
Lacey, the first base man. is all right In his 
position, and a good sticker. The other in- 
ficlders, Krathey. Reed and Cassidy are old- 
tirrtrs, but get around like colts, running, bat 
ting and fielding tor all there is in it. A very 
fast outfield is Andrews. Gormley and Kramer, 
and with Cassidy himself fct to go in the box 
at anv moment, the team is the best the old 
capital h:;s had for quite a while.

Kd. Gise. Theodore Kuej;or and the rest of 
the ixuegc-r family are the General Pixwells of 
this team, and in that capacity old Hi-Hi him 
self could do no better.

Stockton has another strong team, but has 
no permanent organization. Everyone is watch 
ing the sport, acd the sport is booming.

Eflitor "Sporting 
Life:" Once more has the Michigan State League 
gone down, and this lime for good. The pri 
mary cause was the over-stepping by some clubs 
of the salary limit, yet all the trouble cannot he 
traced to that source. There were some exhibi 
tions of rowdyism that disgusted the people, and 
unpaid, salaries closed up the game. When the

League broke Saginaw was in the lead with sever 
al games to spare.

The players have scattered, and the fans© head 
quarters are almost deserted. Many State 
Leaguers are in the Western, ssmong them Griffin, 
M©cKiuney and Hagerman. of Grand Rapids; Ti- 
bald, of Minneapolis, and Irwin with Detroit; 
Van Duzen, Beville and many©more have gone 
to their homes, while a few are still in town. 
Henuager will remain here for the winter.

There has been considerable talk lately con-, 
ceining Saginaw©s chatioeg for admission to the 
Western League. It has been commonly reported 
that the Grand Rapids franchise was shaky, and 
that Leadley would close out for a reasonable 
price.

It would be an easy matter to raise that price 
and put this city in the class where it belongs. 
We have been in the famous old Northwestern, 
the International, the Ohio-Michigan, the Inter 
state and any number of State organizations, and 
never has this city failed to support a good 
team. It need not be able to win pennants, al 
though that is a. very desirable thing, but if 
the men play the best ball of which they are 
capable and behave like gentlemen off the field 
the game will pay and pay well. The city itself 
has a population of 60,000 with easily 30,000 more 
to draw on, and with the added advantages of 
rapid transit on land and water to all parts of 
the city and into the suburbs.

Tha ball park has been in use two years, and 
is as fine a diamond as there is in the State. The 
grounds are three minutes© ride on the electric 
cars from the business centre. It would be diffi 
cult to find more centrally -ocated or better 
grounds for playing than Union Park.
