TRAP AT RISING SUN.

The Cecil County Gunners Defeated in 
Second Team Match.

Rising Sun, Md., Jan. 6. Editor Sporting 
Life: The Elkton and Rising Sun Gun 
Clubs shot 1he second race of the series 
between here Wednesday. A worse day 
for shooting could not have been picked, 
as a regular blizzard blew over the traps 
all day, and it snowed, rained and hailed 
from morning till night, with varying de 
grees of fierceness. At one time a target 
had all it could do to keep right-side-up, 
and some of them .flew fully 75 yards. In 
spite of this weather, 24 shooters faced 
the traps and. the shooting, all things con 
sidered, was the best ever seen here.

Worthington was high gun. with 94 out 
of 106, in the regular program, and Mc- 
Cash was a close second with 91. The 
former won the medal, which comprised 
events Nos. 6 and 7. with 22 breaks. He 
was also high man in the gold race, with 
th-s same number of breaks. The Elkton 
boys did not have their regular team with 
one exception, so choose men from the rest 
of the county, so that it was really Rising 
Sun against Cecil County. The latter gave 
the Sun boys a close race, they winning©by 
five targets. The conditions were eight 
men on a side, 25 targets per man. The 
Sun boys broke 161; Elkton, 156.
