MISSOURI STATE SHOOT,
Annual Meet Held at Kansas City  

Mermoa Won Cup Baggerrnan Took 
a Watch Details, Etc.
Kansas City, Mo., May 6. Editor "Sport 

ing Life." The twenty-eighth annual tour 
nament of the Missouri Fish and Game 
Protective Association was held this week 
on Klliott©s famous grounds, at Blue Itiver 
Park, Kansas City. It was a meet suc 
cessful in the highest degree, as all Mis 
souri State meets have been for over a 
quarter of a century. The weather was 
mainly fair, but for the live bird program 
uiiusiutlly windy, so that high scores were 
the exception, but a great deal of bril 
liant work was done.

The Missouri State and the Interstate 
championship events were shot in one 
SCOK> the second day, and again the con 
ditions were very trying. In this there 
were thirty-eight entries, and the event 
was carried down only to the twentieth 
round by night, being finished on Thursday 
afternoon. The scores, in the order of 
shooting, were: Cunniugham, 21; O©Neil.

The remaining three then 
shot ahead, and Chester Dixon, of Joplin, 
stayed in last.

Later in the afternoon the race for final 
possession of the Mermod-Jaccard cup was 
called, and Alec Mermod and H. B. Spen 
cer were the only two men present of the 
six who were eligible. They tied first on 
23 kills, and in the shoot-off Mermod won.

The regular target program opened on 
Thursday, with tine weather, and a large 
entry kept a Leggett and Dickey trap go 
ing all day. The boys made good scores, 
and unusual interest centred in their work, 
as the management had introduced several 
novel features. The ten high amateurs 
each day were paid an extra $5 each, and 
the three high amateur squads were each 
paid $10 per day. Then something was 
done for the representatives, the associa 
tion hanging©up four purses, amounting ill 
all to $50, for general average work for 
the week.

There were many close finishes. Heer 
led, with nine down in 220; O©Brien came 
in for second; Riehl, Adams, Plank and 
Arnold tied for third, and Huff finished 
fourth. Fifty men shot during the day, 
and mostly all went through the program.

Weather continued favorable, pnd the 
  boys did more fast work on the second 
day. The honors went, respectively, to 
Plank, with seven; Akard and Thomas with 
t*en each; O©Brieu with eleven, and Mer 
mod with thirteen lost in the program of 
200.

At the annual meeting the old officers 
were unanimously re-elected, and the an 
imal meeting was again voted to Kansas 
City.
