TRAP IN VIRGINIA.

The Richmond Gun Club Tournament

Richmond, Va., July 10. The fifth annual 
tournament under the auspices of the Rich 
mond Gun Club, on July 4, was in all re 
spects the greatest ever held in this city.

Lne high amateur average was made by 
Mr. W. 11. Boyd, of this city, with an aver 
age of ninety-two per cent., breaking 184 
out of his 200 targets. Second high ama 
teur was won by Mr. H. S. Winfree. 
Messrs. .1. A. Auderson, of this city, and 
Killett, of North Carolina, tied for third 
honors among the amateurs, with averages 
of 87 1/; per cent., capturing third prize 
each. Mr. W. A. Ilanunond was fourth. 
Messrs. M. D. Hart and W. S. McLellancl 
tied for fifth honors, with a good average. 
Mr. Boyd won a handsome silver cup, do 
nated by the Dupont Powder Company.

In the cup race, distance handicap, cham 
pionship of Richmond, II. K. Kllyson won 
on 41: out of 50. Messrs. Boyd and Ilam- 
mond broke 41 each. This eveut carried 
a beautiful cup, and Mr. Kllyson received 
many congratulations.
