CINCINNATI MADE GOOD.
The Club Paid All Losses of the Ama 

teur Shots.
St. Bernard, O., Sept. 28. Editor 

"Sporting Life." A few remarks re 
lating to the tournament held in Cin 
cinnati last week may prove of inter 
est to the trap shooters of the country, 
and we will thank you very much if 
you will give the following statement 
prominence in your valuable paper:

The shoot was hardly up to ex 
pectations in attendance, though a 
large crowd was *iot expected for 
various reasons; however, there were 
enough on hand to make a very en 
joyable time for those who did attend.

The committee did all they promis 
ed, and a great deal more than, anyone 
else dreamed of.

Forty-five men shot through the en 
tire programme, 22 of whom failed to 
win their , entrance. Their combined 
losses amounted to $401,45.

There was paid out as average 
money $200.00, making- a total of $601.- 
45 paid to the amateurs -who shot 
through the three days. This amount, 
$601.45, was the entire profit of the 
tournament, made on 37,870 targets 
trapped, programme and locker rent.

The entrance for the three days was 
$63.00 and every one of the 22 ama 
teurs who failed to win this amount 
 were paid a sum sufficient to cover 
their losses, not only getting back 
their entrance, but also getting their 
targets free. The smallest amount 
paid back was $1.85, the largest was 
$40.50.

In a nutshell you could win 
good money if you shot well, but no 
matter how poorly you shot you 
couldn©t lose.

The events paid exceptionally well, 
both in the Rose System and the 
optional ©sweeps; one amateur, who 
lost $1.85 in the reguhir events, pulled 
down $30.00 above his entrance in the 
optional. When his $1.85 was returned 
to him it took some time to convince 
him that he was entitled to it.

The office force, composed of Luther 
Squier, Fred and Charlie Dreihs, are 
entitled to a great deal of praise. 
Winnings were paid before shooters 
were ready to leave the grounds each 
evening, and the last day they were 
being paid average money and all 
before the last event was finished. This 
seemingly impossible feat was ac 
complished by having the experts who 
were not in the money shoot in the 
last squads.

It is safe to say that all who were 
here will come next year and bring 
someone with them.
